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Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 7646/1231

The preliminaries of the session clearly indicated that I was on a planet
that held a large saltwater ocean. My initial location was on the surface of
the water. No land was in sight. Following the session’s preliminary proce-
dures, I detected beings working under the surface of the water. There, I en-
countered an underwater structure.

cB: “This is some type of hollow structure down here. It is metallic,
and it appears to be a chamber of some sort. There are pipesin the
structure, and a floor for walking on. This place gives me the
creeps. It is really weird. I better put that down as an aesthetic im-
pression [AlI]. The entire thing is like a submarine. In fact, thisisa
pretty strong AOL from the signal line.

“Getting more detail on the structure. . .. The surfaces inside
are predominantly metal, but there is some leathery material
as well.

“There are four beings inside the structure. They look human. I
am inspecting their clothes now. The clothes are of the human
work variety, sleeveless T-shirts, normal slacks, and so on. They are
definitely hard at work; they are sweating.”

MONITOR: “Cue on their work activity. What are they doing?”

cB: “Hold on. ... Fish. Something to do with fish. These are all
male workers. They actually have no real understanding of what
they are doing or what they are involved in. This is very compli-
cated. They are doing things robotically. They are even unaware of
their total environment.”

The monitor has me move to Stage 6, where I explore a timeline that con-
tains the individuals in the underwater structure. Earlier on the line, T
find the individuals with normal mind states. I then go further back in
time to locate them before they were born in physical bodies. I then enter the
minds of the individuals in the structure to obtain a clearer idea of their
mental condition.

“The fish are around the outside of the structure and are the fo-
cus of attention with regard to the humans. But there is a false re-
lationship involved with this scene. The humans think they are
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after fish. But the real purpose of their activities is entirely differ-
ent. There is no direct relationship at all between the actual fish
and the humans.

“These humans may be captive, at least temporarily. It is like
their physical bodies are under mental anesthesia, in a sense
that their own thoughts are not controlling their bodies. They
are not fully in control of themselves or their surroundings.

“Their minds seem to be on hold, as if working in a trance.
They are working quite frantically, but they are not aware of this in
the normal sense of human awareness. I am not getting a good
feeling about how these folks are being used, and perhaps abused.
It is almost slavelike, but not totally. Perhaps guinea pigs would be
a better analogy.

“OK. I am expanding my view now. I am picking up on an ET
presence. There is a very large ET ship involved with these hu-
mans. The ETs are Greys. The ship is very modern with a lot of
technological gizmos. Actually, the technology is a bit odd, in the
sense that I think it is not so advanced that humans would have
difficulty understanding the hardware. I have not always gotten
this sense from Grey ships. Anyway, the control of the sailors is
from this ship.”

MONITOR: “Courtney, cue on the first Grey-human contact for
these people.”

c¢e: “Doing that now. ... There was an abduction experience
for at least one of these individuals when he was very young. It
could be the same with the others, but I am focusing only on
one now.

“It seems that the Greys were involved with this individual in the
prenatal stage. Following the signal, I found the human mother. I
am now in what appears to be an Earth scene near a coast. The
Greys put the fetus in the womb. Hmmm. These are relatively
primitive Greys. They implanted the fetus physically in the womb.
They did not use any high-tech means of insertion. It was a rather
crude gynecological procedure, like the type humans could do in
the not too distant future.

“These Greys seem less evolved. They tend also to blunder with
human interactions, hurting humans without wanting to specifi-
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cally. They just do not understand. They lack human compassion
in a way.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the concept of DNA.”

cB: “Hmmm. It seems like the genetic makeup of these individuals
in the submarine is what is being experimented with. Nearly all of
their DNA is human, but there is a fraction that is not human, per-
haps Grey, in origin.

“Hold on. These particular Greys are now becoming aware of
my activities. It is odd how long it took them to notice me.

“Continuing with the Greys. ... These Greys are working with
small changes in the genetic makeup of humans. The changes are
not necessarily Grey of origin. The genes can come from else-
where as well. But the changes are really small and select. This is
the same genetics program that we have been witnessing all along,
but it is being conducted at a more primitive level, perhaps their
early attempts.”

MONITOR: “Are you saying that there are different groups of Greys?”

cB: “They are not really like factions, but they are different. This
group is the most primitive that I have found working with hu-
mans. They are using humans as guinea pigs to see what happens
with these minor genetic changes. The changes are directly ori-
ented around mind control and/or telepathic communication.”

MONITOR: “Why are they doing this?”

cB: “To modify the human genotype such as to eventually, in the
long run, help themselves produce a new Grey vehicle. Actually,
the word wehicle makes more sense than the word body. It is as if the
Greys are primarily interested in the enhancement or develop-
ment of group consciousness [Grey style] with human genes, sort
of like setting up a huge human telepathic party line. This seems
to be their first priority.”

MONITOR: “OK, let’s end the session. The target is ‘Greys-

L]

humans/natal /prenatal connection.
cB: “Huh? Where did that target come from?”

MONITOR: “It was one of my surprises to keep you on your toes.”
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DISCUSSIOQN

Two fascinating elements of the abduction phenomenon have
been suggested by the data in this session. The first is that some ab-
ductions are not as benign as others. I do not have any data that
suggests malice on the part of the Greys. It is easy to confuse in-
competence with malice; abductees may feel that their interactions
with the Greys are simply bad, and to them, the distinction is irrel-
evant. It does seem that incompetence on the part of some Greys is
the cause of the uncomfortable relationship some of them have
with humans. They do not seek to do harm; it is just that at least
some Greys do not know how to interact with emotionally complex
beings such as humans. They probably do not see their activities in
the negative light that we associate with captured guinea pigs used
for experimentation. Indeed, given my perception of the relative
lack of emotional flexibility on the part of the Greys involved with
this session, it is entirely possible that they treat humans in a way
comparable to the way they treat themselves. You will recall that
the idea of individual self-determination does not seem to click
with them.

The second fascinating element of the data in this session is
that there are apparently different categories of Greys who inter-
act with humans. Perhaps we might call these categories (1) prim-
itive, (2) advanced, and (3) superevolved. (As of the date of this
session, I had not yet observed any of the superevolved Greys. I do
so in a latter session, however.) The Greys in this session seem to
be of the primitive variety, but this type should not be confused
with the very early Greys who existed on their original homeworld
just before the collapse of their planetary civilization. Those very
early, planet-bound Greys did not interact with humans at all, to
my knowledge.

Do all three primary types of Greys interact with one another?
How do they organize themselves? When dealing with beings who
can send their spaceships through time with technological ease, it
becomes mind-boggling to try to figure out how the same species
interacts with itself when both the current, past, and future beings
are in one place. I can only guess that technologically advanced
ETs are used to such things and eventually establish working pro-
tocols of interaction.
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I ended this session with a deep realization of how much we hu-
mans still have to learn about the complexities of galactic life. It is
not just that we need to learn about other societies that are spread
throughout the galaxy. We also need to understand how species
and cultures interact across time.



CHAPTER 20

Adam and Eve

In an earlier chapter, I report on a monitored session in which the
Midwayers were the target. During the years of military remote
viewing, the idea of targeting the Midwayers was a bit of a lark.
Someone was reading The Urantia Book, a book of supposed revela-
tions regarding the organization of subspace life, and decided to
conduct a test. In The Urantia Book, the Midwayers are a group of
subspace beings who live and work on this planet. No one in the
military knew whether to take this idea seriously. But quite to
everyone’s surprise, repeated attempts under Type 4 data condi-
tions revealed the same information. These subspace beings really
do exist. In fact, the discovery of such kinds of beings led to a num-
ber of credibility problems among the higher-up military staff. It
was hard enough to convince the likes of generals and admirals
that trained remote viewers could observe missiles in a silo, let
alone that there were a group of invisible yet friendly folks who like
helping people in their own evolution.

It is important for me to state that I am not endorsing The Uran-
tia Book in any way. I do not know how much of it may be true. My
own investigations into the matter suggest that much, but not all,
of it is accurate. It seems to contain false and manipulative infor-
mation interlaced with truthful information, and it is not an easy
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task to separate the two without extensive remote-viewing probes.
For example, the book seems to go to great lengths to deny the
possibility of past lives in a way that remote-viewing data (not pre-
sented here) finds clearly fraudulent.

Nonetheless, because The Urantia Book’s discussion of Adam and
Eve has a distinct ET flavor, I decided to have my monitor add this
famous pair to the target list. If the book was correct in what it said
about Adam and Eve, then it would explain a great deal about
long-term ET intervention in the evolutionary affairs of life on this
planet, and the targeting would thereby be more than worth the
effort. It was a risky long shot, in the sense that we only had time
for a limited number of monitored sessions, and a wasted session
on a fraudulent story would be dearly felt. But as it turned out, the
story of Adam and Eve in The Urantia Book is basically accurate.
I report here on two sessions in which the target was Adam and
Eve. One session was conducted under Type 4 data settings,
whereas the other was conducted under Type 1 conditions. The
second session under Type 1 settings was conducted to answer a
few questions raised by the earlier data.

Some readers may wonder why the religious figures of Adam
and Eve would be a target of investigation in a book about ex-
traterrestrial civilizations. The basic reason for my interest in this
target rests with a hypothesis that many of our human myths may
have some basis in history. It is not that the myths have a close par-
allel to the actual course of events. Rather, the myths can poten-
tially contain meaning about people and events that early
civilizations little understood. The investigation of these myths us-
ing remote viewing can sometimes unravel delicate connections
between the actual past and the stories about this past that have
been passed down through the ages. The Urantia Book reveals just
such an occurrence with regard to Adam and Eve. It was my desire
to find such a myth-reality parallel, perhaps helping to explain
some of the questions that have been raised in much of the schol-
arly literature regarding sudden changes in the evolutionary path
of humankind.

I am not assuming, nor is it important, that readers have any
familiarity with the discussion of Adam and Eve that is found in
The Urantia Book. 1 mention the book only to identity the source of
my original query.
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Date: 14 July 1994

Place: Atlanta, Georgia

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 5328/6080

The preliminaries wp through the sketch in Stage 3 indicated that the
initial approach to the target revealed a forested area near a mountain. A
fast-moving structure was above the mouniain.

cB: “I am perceiving some structure that has associated with
it explosive energetics. It is fast and circular. It is moving on
a curved and somewhat erratic trajectory from high to low,
moving to something that looks like a partly forested mountain.
I am perceiving a fir tree. Also, I am getting the AOL from the
signal line that this place may be near Santa Fe Baldy in New
Mexico.

“The object itself is an artificial structure. It is hard, and highly
refined. There are windows or view ports. I am now perceiving be-
ings in the structure, pilots.

“These beings are not Greys. Hold on. They are not Martians
either. They are humanlike, but they are not current humans.”

MONITOR: “Cue on their gender.”

cB: “They are both male and female. They are wearing uniforms. I
am going to put this down as an AOL of the signal line that they
are advanced human beings. They appear to be humans from the
future.”

MONITOR: “Cue on their purpose.”

cB: “These folks are here for observational purposes. They make
absolutely no human interventions or contacts. They report di-
rectly back to the Federation. Also, they are not aware that I am re-
mote-viewing them.”

MONITOR: “What else do you see regarding the ship?”

cB: “The ship is mostly filled with flying apparatus. The only
medical equipment here is for their own use in the event of an
emergency.”
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MONITOR: “Return to the occupants. Get information regarding
who they are and how they live.”

cB: “These humans are advanced, but not much more advanced
than current humans. Probing. They apparently are vegetarians.
They have filled up their ship with food at their base. Food comes
from organic vegetative sources in space- and planet-based gardens
and from warehouses on planets. To get food from Earth is prob-
lematic. The problems are disease, and the possibility of disrupting
human activity.”

The monitor has me move to Stage 6, where I locate the target time on a
timeline. The current time of the session is very near this target time. I begin
to probe the concept of time with regard to these beings.

“They do not have that much flexibility to move ships back and
forth in time. They are not like the Greys in how they can fluently
move in time. But these folks in the ship do make regular observa-
tional visits to Earth. But again, in comparison with the Greys, it is
not constant like the Grey activity.”

MONITOR: “Locate their first visit on the timeline.”

cB: “Hold on. Wow! That is an Al! I am getting the strong AOL of
the signal line of Adam and Eve. These beings have been dropping
in and observing for a long time.

“It seems that these folks formerly operated actively on Earth
with a genetics program. These are scientists and technicians. They
are now observing to see how work proceeds, but they are not al-
lowed to intervene. They have been caught up in an Earth project
for a long while.”

MONITOR: “Cue on their initial Earth contact.”

Ccp: “Initially, these folks were very naive, fresh out of training.
They had some experience, but not a tremendous amount. Actu-
ally, their previous human bodies do not differ much from those
that they have in current time. There seems to have been very little
evolution for them. I am really picking up the idea that they are
scientific managers or technicians of some type.

“Also, my mind is focusing on a particular couple. I am getting
the overwhelming AOL of the signal line of Adam and Eve. I do
not know if I can continue the session much longer through this

AOL given its strength.”
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MONITOR: “It’s OK. We can end the session. That is the target,
‘Adam and Eve.””

A few months later, I still felt that I needed more information
regarding the original Earth activities of Adam and Eve. Bluntly,
who were they and what were they doing? Thus, I conducted a solo
session under Type 1 conditions in which the target cue was
“Adam and Eve/original Earth activities.”

Date: 16 September 1994
Place: Atlanta, Georgia

Data: Type 1

Target coordinates: 6957/4096

The preliminaries indicated that the target involved a considerable move-
ment through time, solid land, and some man-made structures. The temper-
ature was quite warm. The smell was both human and organic. I heard the
sound of voices.

Following the preliminaries, I noticed that the climate was pleas-
ant and basically dry. The environment seemed Middle Eastern,
Mediterranean. I noticed two types of people, light- and dark-skinned.

Soon afterward, I got the sense that there was a power source of
tremendous energy near the target site. I had the AOL of the sig-
nal line of a nuclear reactor of some type.

Together with the idea of concentrated energy, I had the sense
that some of the beings near this site may not be happy. I received
the AOL of the signal line of a slave camp, and the sense of re-
pression. I did not pursue this, nor did this AOL return during the
remainder of the session.

Around the site were small-scale machinery, stones, and build-
ings. Most of the inhabitants seemed to be living a calm life. There
was no sense of crisis. Things were peaceful, but there was an un-
derlying tension in the ajr.

I cued on the idea of tension and located a luminous nonphysi-
cal being related to the site. The being seemed like a military
leader of some sort. There were other subspace beings near and
around this being.

Associated with this leader was the idea that a division had re-
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cently broken out. I had the AOL of the signal line of a war. There
had been a heated argument and many people took sides.

This planet was out in the boondocks, far from civilization as
these beings knew it. One side felt that they should look out for
themselves and disregard the distant authority. Two camps
formed. The minority camp was loyal to the distant authorities,
and they exhibited a significant degree of bravery in their interac-
tions with the other side of the dispute. There was a long standoff
as the two sides separated their contacts with one another.

I then executed a movement exercise that placed me three feet
from the specific target. I found myself on what appeared to be a
beach near the sea. A male and female were present. Farther away,
there were a number of other advanced and seemingly pleasant
beings.

I moved my mind into the deep mind of the male. He felt iso-
lated in some sense. He was alone, and in love, but not in a puppy
love sense. He was mature. Shifting to the deep mind of the fe-
male, I perceived that she was a manager of some sort. She was a
very advanced worker, and she was also very devoted to her hus-
band. However, there was a strong feeling that she needed to push
her husband to enhance his career, in the sense that she felt he
was not advancing fast enough.

I then cued on the situational problem at the site. There was a
subspace disturbance. There were beings at the site who were
rather desperate and who needed to disrupt the smoothness of the
operation. When I probed the idea of leadership, I got the sense of
military structure, and the AOL of the signal line of the Lucifer Re-
bellion. I did not pursue this idea. But I did get the sense that this
place is generally distant from the center of authority, and that
this rebellion was primarily opportunistic.

Shifting my focus to the work of the male and female at the
beach, I discerned that they both taught and organized. Following
the signal, I found that they worked with the local humanoid types.
They taught subjects related to reproductive behavior and mating
preferences. They also taught skills, mainly to generate interest in
reproduction-related lessons. Their intention as teachers was
good, in the sense that there was no malice. But the purpose had
an unsettling sense of selective breeding that had both passive
and active components.
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I cued on the purpose of their activities, and I discerned that
they wanted to engineer a new and unique race. They could not
simply put their own genes into the pool. Rather, they planned to
speed up nature without forcing an overcontrol of evolution, to
get the end result of many generations of natural mutations and
sorting and weeding in one fell swoop.

The problem was that the program went astray. The project was
not well planned from the start. It was a shoestring effort with little
or no supervision. Too much reliance was placed on individual loy-
alty and common sense. These folks were placed out in the boon-
docks, and they got intellectually disoriented.

Cuing on the program goal, I received the clear sense that these
beings were playing God. They were in a rush to change things
along lines that they approved. But in their deep minds there was
also fear.

They feared that God, left alone, might come up with an evolu-
tionary being greater than themselves. There was an element of
pomposity in their project design. Somehow, the tension that
erupted out of the project was due to a flaw in the original plan of
the society that originated it. The motivation behind the idea of
rushing evolution was a mistake. This caused a crisis in the collec-
tive consciousness of these beings, such that the stress to rush and
produce advanced sentient beings became addictive to some ele-
ments of their population. These other elements became sick and
perverted, missing the original purpose behind evolution as a
process leading to something greater than themselves. In one
sense, the sick elements of the society saw themselves as good, and
wanted to convince both themselves and others of their worth by
pushing the evolution of the other races in their direction. They
saw themselves as evolutionary end-products.

Adam and Eve apparently sided with the minority of their com-
rades who were loyal to the more distant authority. The rebellion
was short-lived.

DISCUSSION

Adam and Eve were project managers in a genetic-uplift pro-
gram for humans on Earth. They were not naked simpletons who
ran around in the woods. The myths that surround these two be-
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ings have undoubtedly been inspired by the intuitions of seers who
had some natural remote-viewing abilities, but who could not place
the activities of this couple within their own intellectual confines.
Thus, the couple became known as the beginners of the human
race. In a sense, I suppose this is partially true, since they were in-
volved in a project to manipulate the human gene pool.

Adam and Eve are still alive today, in both a physical and sub-
space sense. They do not, supposedly because of Federation rules,
interfere with the activities of the Greys. But they have a keen in-
terest in the outcome of the current genetic trajectory of Earth hu-
mans. Obviously their bodies are not likely to be the same as those
of long ago. It is interesting, however, that I did not detect a signif-
icant evolutionary advance in their physical forms. I got the dis-
tinct sense that something was not right with this couple, although
I am not sure they would agree with this.

Nonetheless, one thing is certain. The genetic manipulation of
the human species is not a new idea. It has been going on for a
long time. Moreover, this may be one of the primary reasons be-
hind the phenomenon that some evolutionary biologists call punc-
tuated evolution, in which an evolutionary trajectory takes on a
new direction relatively suddenly. Much more research (using
both remote viewing and traditional scientific methods) needs to
be done to verify this tentative hypothesis.



CHAPRPTER 21

Guru Dev

Early in our research, both my monitor and I were becoming con-
vinced that there was much more to this project than the simple in-
vestigation of who was flying the saucers. By the summer of 1994,
we had obtained remote-viewing corroboration of the abduction
phenomenon, and we were becoming fairly well versed in the ideas
underlying the basic genetics program of the Greys and the prob-
lems that are being faced by the Martians. However, sensing a
much bigger picture, we agreed after much discussion to solidify
our earlier but tentative decision to include other targets of wise
beings besides Jesus that could give us advice as to how to interpret
some of our data. This chapter is the result of targeting one such
individual, and I conducted the following session solo in a Type 1
setting.

Guru Dev was the meditation teacher of Maharishi Mahesh
Yogi. During the many months of my remote-viewing research, I
was sensing clearly that I needed to ask Guru Dev some questions.
Other remote viewers had been observing a group of Martians that
they called the “priesthood.” These Martians seemed to have some
out-of-body travel and communication capabilities, and my moni-
tor thought that maybe they did the Sidhis. The Martian priest-
hood was on our long list of targets, and I knew that 1 would
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eventually be given the target blind. But I wanted to get some in-
formation about them before diving my mind into their midst. If
they did the Sidhis, I needed to know this, and soon. Thus, one
morning in the summer of 1994 in Ann Arbor, Michigan, I tar-
geted Guru Dev. Since it is a solo session, I report it as a narrative,
thereby omitting nearly all of the jargon of SRV’s protocols.

Date: 24 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan
Data: Type 1

Target coordinates: 3745/4021

The preliminaries indicated energetics, land, and something man-made.

My initial perceptions included colors such as blue, white, and
brown. The textures that I perceived were airy. Again, and as with
all SRV sessions regardless of data type, I had no idea how I would
get to Guru Dev, or in what setting I would find him. The protocols
of SRV are set up to force the unconscious to make all of these de-
cisions. My conscious mind was just along for the ride.

The temperature was comfortable. I began to discern a sweet
taste, and the sounds of a form of Indian music called Gandarva. In
the subspace “air” there was the delicate smell of incense. I began
to chuckle to myself: it seemed that Guru Dev was setting a stage.

As I proceeded with the protocols, I found myself in a place that
seemed more subspace than physical. The topography seemed ir-
regularly shaped, with dips and holes, like tide pools along the
beaches of East Africa. But there was no water. I noticed that there
was a sky overhead.

Slightly off-center of my view, a light being looked at me. I per-
ceived this being to be the target and approached. I sensed that it
was indeed Guru Dev, and he was waiting for me.

Before engaging in a conversation with Guru Dev, I looked
around. I made careful observations of the surrounding environ-
ment. It was quite colorful, and I found myself remarking that the
place was a bit weird (for me). The overall ambience was very com-
fortable, but I had never imagined a place that seemed so physical
and subspace at the same time. It certainly was a place of special
significance, although to this day I do not know where it was.
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Redirecting my attention to Guru Dev, I noticed that he was
wearing wraparound white clothing, although the color was not to-
tally white. Indeed, the clothing had many shades of luminous col-
ors to it. I telepathically told him that I had questions. He seemed
to know this, and he indicated I could proceed.

Remaining within the confines of the SRV protocols, I asked
him if the Martians have a priesthood. The response was clear:
they do. I then asked if the priesthood does the Sidhis. Quite
clearly, they do not. I immediately asked him what they worship.
Interestingly, he indicated to me that I should find out from them.
He thought I should experience it directly.

I then asked Guru Dev if the Federation council members do
the Sidhis. I sensed that he became a bit more serious, and he in-
formed me that they did something related, but not exactly the
Sidhis. They did something that was appropriate for their own
level and experience.

Continuing, I asked Guru Dev if the Sidhis are useful for a
diplomacy course for human representatives to the Federation
council. Following this question, I received the strongest re-
sponse of all. Guru Dev emphatically indicated yes. Indeed, prac-
tice of the Sidhis will greatly assist humans with their interactions
with the council members in the Federation. Guru Dev’s empha-
sis related to the types of personalities that are on the council.
Human representatives familiar with matters of consciousness
would more easily interact with these personalities regarding
matters of state than could representatives not so trained. I got
the warning sense that humans should not mess around with the
Federation by sending just anyone to the headquarters. It would
be like the United States sending an untrained person to be the
U.S. ambassador in Moscow. No one would take the person seri-
ously, and Russians would eventually wonder what kind of people
the Americans are. Humans need to send representatives to the
Federation chambers who are actively engaged in their own ac-
celerated growth in consciousness. Mature and rapidly evolving
human representatives would speak well for their fellow global
citizens on Earth.

I then asked if Guru Dev could see any problems with the use of
scientific remote viewing as the means for representatives to com-
municate with the Federation council. He said that this method of
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communication is not optimal, and it will change later as human
society matures. But for now, it is the only way possible.

At this point, I had run out of questions. I just looked at him
and asked if he had any further thoughts. He just looked back at
me, and indeed, into me. He was just calm, very, very calm. I
thanked him and ended the session.

DISCUSSION

Following this session, I felt certain that I would be able to out-
line a comprehensive course of study for diplomats who would rep-
resent human interests in the Federation. Humans are not yet full
members of the Federation, but representation could soon begin
on an official level with fully trained diplomats. The galactic diplo-
macy course that I have constructed is outlined in a later chapter.



CHAPTER 22

God

To my readers, 1 have a confession: for this chapter, neither my
monitor nor I could restrain ourselves. For a long while we tried to
steer this book entirely away from religious topics. But the idea of
evolution toward some central point reappeared wherever we
looked. Moreover, religious themes kept overlapping with what we
thought were simple ET concepts.

Prior to this, my monitor hadn’t the courage to target God with
SRV. But finally, he became much more daring and gave me a set
of coordinate numbers for a blind, monitored session in which the
target was God.

But basically, what we learned is that the idea of God is so great
(in the sense of broad) that the unconscious can only convey direct
information about God to our conscious understanding by way of
metaphor and example. Apparently, God is no man on a chair in a
fancy palace. 1 encourage readers to be patient with my presenta-
tion of the results that we obtained. Other remote viewers will tar-
get God in the near future, and our knowledge of God will increase
as a consequence of these efforts. But for now, this is what we have.

Date: 27 July 1994
Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan
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Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 3590/6110

The preliminaries indicated that the initial approach to a complex target
was associated with artificial structures and liquid.

cB: “I am getting browns, tans, blues, and white. There is some-
thing splashy, also rough and dirty, soft. Temperatures are warm,
tastes . . . salty. I smell something burning, acrid, smokelike. I am
hearing machinery.” [ sketched a structure near a body of water.

MONITOR: “Go to Stage Four.” (He said very little for the remainder of
the session.)

cB: “OK. I am perceiving a Grey—in fact, many of them. There is
something unusual here. These Greys seem to be early Greys. The
eyes are a bit smaller, skin on the face is a bit pockmarked. They
have genitalia. They are working.

“Wow. 1 just hit an emotional impression. They are hopeless.
There is tremendous fear and a sense of desperation. I am getting
mixed emotions from them. They have the sense like ‘the sky is
falling.” I am getting the clear perception that this moment in
their history they feel is the end of their world as they know it.
There is definitely a catastrophe going on here.

“Gosh, I am feeling sorry for these folks. I am putting that down
as my own aesthetic impression and moving on.

“Wow, all hell has broken loose here. There is a rapid decay of
their planet’s ecosystem and their own ability to cope. There is
widespread fighting. Yep, there are wars going on here. They're
not really like human wars, but they are wars nonetheless.

“I get the sense of social organization based on clans and family
groups. There is biological warfare. I get the sense of emptiness.

“I have just had a sudden time shift. I went forward in time; I do
not know why. Continuing.

‘I am now on a barren world. There seems to be some water
near, but it is dead. I am on the surface of the land. The Greys are
gone from the surface of the planet. There are underground
chambers here now. The Greys have moved underground. The
fighting has stopped, and the warring sides have declared a truce.

“The Greys are spending a long period of time underground.
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They are moving to enhance their technology at a frantic pace
now. There is a desire to move off the planet eventually.

“Wow. These folks are just plain tired. They are exhausted on the
level of civilization. They are examining their basic essential nature.
This was when they started to modify their genetic structure.

“They have new ways of manipulating and generating both
physical and subspace energy. They’re also close to achieving sub-
space transport. They are looking for a possible dimensional es-
cape from their situation and world, not just a physical shift to a
neighboring place.

“These folks are now underground, and they have a tremendous
urge to see light. There is no natural light down there, and so scien-
tists are investigating ‘inner light” They discover a new universe in
subspace, pure and pristine, with civilizations seemingly better, more
balanced than their own. They think that by escaping to this other di-
mensional realm, they could leave their physical problems behind.
They would not be affected by the earlier problems. They made the
mistake of thinking that their basic problem was in the texture of
their existence and that other dimensions will not have these prob-
lems. I get the idea that they want to run away to subspace heaven.

“OK. Something new. That same old and wise Grey that has
popped into a number of my remote-viewing sessions is now
observing me. But he is not actively participating in this remote-
viewing session. He’s just watching.

“I am now cuing on the result of the drive to escape. OK. There
is initia} euphoria. There is great spiritual progress, as they see it.
There are many advances in evolution along these lines. But they
run into a dead end. I get the similar sense of an athlete who exer-
cises only one arm or leg. The other limb atrophies.

“These beings are now unhappy. They see in other evolved be-
ings a happiness and completeness that they lack. They see no
other choice but to begin down a long and dangerous (from their
point of view) path toward their past. But they are committed not
to return to their former state. They fear the past. They will not get
caught in an evolutionary loop.

“l am getting the sense that the human genetic project is the
new escape route of a very long exodus. I am geiting the compara-
ble sense of the Israelites in the wilderness for many years after
their exodus from Egypt.
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‘I am now cuing on the concept of race/destiny.” A one-second
pause. “1 just had a big time shift forward. Wow! What is this?

“Hold on. What beautiful creatures! Wow! I am getting my own
aesthetic impressions all over the place. This is amazing. These fu-
ture Greys look much like humans. But they are like no other hu-
man that [ have ever seen.

“They are telepathic. But there is more. They have learned to
love. That is the basic emotion that they emphasized in their ge-
netic project. These beings have love overwhelming. Their electro-
chemical machinery now fills this need of theirs.

“I am getting the analytic overlay of Jesus. Not in the sense that
Jesus is here, but they are like an entire planet of Jesuses. The main
difference is that when I remote-viewed Jesus, he had a sense of
command or authority, whereas these Greys just have love without
that added element.

“There are males and females here. They have sexuality. They
are very healthy and the females give birth themselves [i.e., no can-
ister births]. These people are very evolved and spiritually united.”

MONITOR: “OK, Courtney, you can end the session now. As an
aside, that was one of the most beautiful sessions I ever heard you
do. It had tremendous flow. I basically said nothing throughout.
What did you think of it?”

cB: “To be honest, it was very interesting. But I do not have any
idea of what kind of target could have done this. This did not seem
like one of our original targets on the list. What was it?”

MONITOR: “Sewage treatment plant, Fort Meade, Maryland.”
ce: “OK, what was it?”

MONITOR: “God.”

cB: “What?”

MONITOR: “God. That was the target.”

DISCUSSION

In my view, God may have many aspects, of which we can, in our
own ways, know only parts at a time. Our ability to understand
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each aspect of God depends on our own level of evolution toward
what some call “God consciousness.”

It seems that God is sentient, and that he (pardon the gender
bias of the language) literally exists in fragmented form in evolving
life and everything else. It is as if God experiences joy in creating
matter and life from his own substance, and then living life
through the experiences of species everywhere. This session leaves
open how God initially fragmented himself in the first moment of
creation.

One of the characteristics of God seems to be intelligence, vari-
ously manifested. The intelligence can be conscious, as in the
sense of thinking. But it can also be automatic from our point of
view as observers, in the sense of the automatic nature of our im-
mune systems, or the cosmic dance of the stars.

This intelligence emerges in fragmented form in the shape of
living and thinking beings. Once this occurs, the living beings,
upon attaining a threshold level of self-awareness, begin to yearn
to reunite with their source.

The weird thing is that these living beings initially seem un-
aware that they are literally made up of the substance of the
source. Thus, less-evolved beings do not seem to understand that it
is as impossible to fear God as it is to fear oneself. Yet the evolution
of living sentient beings is eventually defined in terms of the be-
ings’ ability to discover this relationship between the original God
source and their own selves. Once this happens, the dominant
theme of existence is love. One can love oneself, and all others, be-
cause one sees that all of everything is created from the same fab-
ric. Somehow, love is the theme of God, the glue that keeps the
universe together. But only highly evolved beings realize the full
extent of this reality.

I do not claim to know why love is a glue of the universe. We
tend to think of love as a mushy emotion. My remote viewing of
highly evolved beings seems to suggest that the human concept
of love is very primitive, but I really do not know of any other word
to describe the flavor of what I sense. Whatever love is in these ad-
vanced beings, it is not mushy. It is matched with clear thinking
and effective action. There is a smoothness in their lives that is
enviable.

Since love is pleasant, I consider ourselves very lucky. With my
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limited understanding of existence, I can see no logical reason why
God could not have some other emotion—even hate—as a univer-
sal constant, other than the fact that it might yield a self-destructive
terminal existence. I am sure there is a good reason for the domi-
nance of love. I just do not know it. But I have one hint.

It seems that God experiences existence through his creations.
Since all of everything is constructed of God’s substance, our feel-
ings and experiences are his as well. In a crude sense, we are like
cells in an infinitely large body, and the infinitely large body expe-
riences all aspects of the existence of each and every cell. Love is
the dominant theme of the universe because it is natural (whatever
that means) for God to love himself, not in a bad way, but in a
healthy, growing, expansive way.

Note that in my own session, the Greys became highly evolved
beings dominated by a sense of universal love that was a bit over-
whelming to me. But notice also that the Greys did not collapse
back into a point source and cease to exist once they realized that
they were part of a larger entity. Rather, they became more like
God in his more intimate nature, and they remained manifested in
the universe as separate God fragments.

From this, I deduce that God has no intention of destroying the
variety inherent in his expanded self by pulling himself back into
the original point source. Rather, it seems that God’s plan is to
continue to expand, with little purified God-units running around
in the universe.

Moreover, the evolutionary process may never end. Why
should it? If all of everything is the fragmented manifestation of
God, why would God want to stop the expansion of his own exis-
tence? Doesn’t it make more sense to say that he will want to grow
in loving variety throughout all eternity?

I am just speculating. But based on all of my remote-viewing ob-
servations, I see nothing in all of the universe that would indicate
that God is planning on closing up shop. The most advanced be-
ings would figure it out eventually if God were planning on col-
lapsing everything. This would lead to universal frustration and an
attempt to fight God’s plan. Indeed, it would be like a cancer that
could lead to universal suicidal tendencies.

But I do not see evidence of this anywhere. Wherever I look, 1
see beings struggling to improve, to find the meaning of existence.
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And always, I find advanced beings whose existence is flavored with
the intuitive sense of love, not the panic that would be the in-
evitable consequence of a fear of demise.

I think God has a plan to keep us around for good. This is my
interpretive guess based on my observations. I perceive that we
ourselves are manifestations of God in a very real sense. Currently
we may be primitive relative to some of the more advanced folks in
the universe. But we are on the upward track, and our life-and-
death struggles in physical existence seem to produce an urgent
desire in ourselves to understand our essential nature, thereby
turning our attention toward the point source, and then, eventu-
ally, back to our selves in a cosmic mirror.

Quite honestly, I do not understand much more than this
about God. I suspect I will enjoy struggling to understand him for
the foreseeable future. I truly hope that God’s mysteries are infi-
nite, though, because if I ever felt I knew everything about God,
and thus about myself, for what purpose would I continue to ex-
ist? But these days [ must remind myself that I really have no idea
what surprises tomorrow will bring.



CHAPTER 23

The Martian Priesthood

Long ago, when military remote viewers first started tracing the
trajectories of Martian ships from the Red Planet to Earth, they
noticed a certain group of Martians who played a unique role in
their society. They seemed like medicine men, or shamans. They
were highly respected by many other Martians, and more omi-
nously, they seemed to have an ability to detach their subspace as-
pects from their physical bodies in order to attend gatherings of
others similar to themselves. Quite honestly, this spooked the U.S.
military.

Eventually 1 viewed these mysterious beings who had become
known collectively in remote-viewing circles as the Martian priest-
hood. (Guru Dev had already told me that they did not do the Sid-
his, but beyond that, I knew nothing of them.) This session was
monitored under normal Type 4 conditions.

Date: 27 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 8711/3454

The preliminaries suggested a target on dry land and artificial structures.
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cB: “I am getting tans, reds, and browns for colors. It seems sandy
here, rocky. It is cold, cold, cold. Seems like Mars. Let me AOL
that for now.

“I am on the Stage Three sketch. I have some low hills, a modest
depression in front and on my right, and some channel cutting di-
agonally up through the middle. Could be a riverbed or some-
thing. Should I check for water?”

MONITOR: “Just go to Stage Four.”

ce: “OK. I am in the matrix now. There are lots of rocks here, red
rocks. It is basically a flat area in terms of any steep mountains.
There is no air here. Barren, no life, on the surface, that is. This is
a very harsh environment. Actually, I am picking up some air now.
It is very thin, and dry.

“I must add that this place is very beautiful, austere, but in a
backpacker’s heaven sort of way.

“I am picking up beings now. They are not Greys. This really
seems like Mars. I am putting these beings down as Martians, signal
line data. I get males and females. They are very thin, light, and
they have some wispy hair. I am trying to pick up their location
now. Hold on.

“They are in chambers. I am in one now. These places are not
so modern. There are basic survival necessities. Actually, these are
quite sparse living quarters. Checking, hold on. These chambers
are underground. What should I do now?”

MONITOR: “Cue on the idea of governance.”

cB: “Doing that now. OK. These folks have a primitive organiza-
tional structure. There is no large-scale participatory network, like
American voting. There seems to be a clan hierarchy. The elders
have respect and authority. Survival conditions do not allow free-
wheeling democratic exuberance. It is a hierarchical, authoritative
structure. The levels of authority are achieved through experience,
combined with small-scale voting among the older elite. I am sens-
ing to cue on religion.”

MONITOR: “Do it.”

cB: “There is worship here. It is used to keep the society together,
given the harsh realities of physical existence. The children need
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it, as do the mothers. The elder elite are not so persuaded by it,
however. But they do it lip service to support others, and out of a
hope that perhaps the tradition will help them. It helps everyone
on some level.

“I am cuing on religious leadership now, as I sense a pull in that
direction. They are priestlike. Monks. They are the top of the so-
cial totem pole. I am sensing that they use symbols, and magic.
They have a primitive but real understanding that there is more to
reality than physical stuff. I am getting the sense that they are
somewhat similar in certain ways to the mullahs of Iran, especially
in terms of their internal organization. They influence both gov-
ernment and society. But they seem more like shamans than very
evolved spiritual beings.

‘I am following the idea of their magic. Hold on. There are ob-
jects, like totems or fetishes. Yes, these are like West African
fetishes. They also definitely have out-of-body experiences that
seem to reinforce their sense of religious concepts. It seems as if
one such priest is now aware of this remote viewing.”

MONITOR: “Locate the religious leadership.”

cB: “They are all over, but in pockets. They are like a security appa-
ratus as well. They spy using their own intelligence processes to
maintain their control over the remaining masses.

“T'his is curious. Let me find out the limits of control for this
religious leadership. Hold on. ... There are two strata for this
society. The religious leaders control the lower level. The bureau-
cratic-technical hierarchy tolerates them because they currently
have no substitute belief structure for the masses.

“With regard to their location, they are on Earth as well. Hold
on. . .. Thisis interesting. They see the move to Earth as an impor-
tant power struggle. The struggle is during the shift from Mars to
Earth, in the sense that there is not much trouble for them on
Mars right now. On Earth the masses may abandon the religious
leaders entirely.

“This is an authentic and very real struggle to maintain their
Martian traditions. They fear not just loss of personal control for
themselves, but the destruction of all tradition that makes their
people who they are, i.e., Martians, or at least different from nor-
mal humans.”
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MONITOR: “Find out more about their out-of-body state, for a typi-
cal priest.”

cB: “OK, give me a second. . .. They are summoned. Not a lot of
business is transacted. They have the same difficulties that humans
have in working between the two levels, physical and subspace.
Subspace is used to communicate, though the priests communi-
cate physically as well. The out-of-body state is for the bonding of
the priesthood unit, and to keep the populace in awe of tradition.
It also helps strengthen the sense of differentness with regard to
human traditions. They seem to preach that this state is the ad-
vanced ability of their species and kind. They know that this is not
true, but it is a useful thing to preach to control the masses.”

MONITOR: “What about symbols of the leadership?”

cB: “T am getting that now. I will make a sketch. . .. That is funny,
it seems to be the same symbol that was on the uniform of the Grey
folks who came to rescue the Martians a long time ago. I wonder
how they got hold of that?”

MONITOR: “Cue on meetings between humans and Martians.”

¢B: “The Martian priesthood is rather primitive. They do not like
us humans, it seems. They want to segregate their populace on this
planet. Hmmm. Looks like they are upset with the course of
events, which seems to be moving away from them.

“OK, I am getting something now. The meeting will be soon,
and with the bureaucratic-technical hierarchy, not the priesthood.
I get the clear impression that the bureaucratic-technical hierarchy
does not want us to deal with the priests. It is not the way for suc-
cess in human and Martian interaction. For humans to contact the
priesthood would be similar to the Martians contacting the Pope
instead of the United Nations.”

MONITOR: “OK, Courtney, good work. End the session.”
cB: “And the target was?”
MONITOR: “ ‘Martian priesthood.” ”

¢B: “Figures.”
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DISCUSSION

This session covered a great deal of ground and answered a num-
ber of important questions that remote viewers had had for some
time. First, the Martian priesthood is not the official governmental
apparatus of Martian society. I do not now know the extent to which
the competing authorities of the priesthood and the secular bureau-
crats divide the society. Intuitively, I sense that the dominance of in-
fluence among the masses leans in the direction of the secular
leaders, but that these leaders still cannot ignore the priesthood.

At this point in my research, I have only this minimal sketch of
the dual vertical flow of the organization of Martian authority.
However, it seems clear that there are two distinct levels of the
masses, and that the priesthood’s dominant share of influence
rests with the lower stratum. What defines the two strata is not
clear to me. It does not seem as if wealth is a criterion, but some
other factor. I could guess educational level at this point, but I sus-
pect that I may be in error, since I do not see any reason why Mar-
tians would deny equal levels of education to all of the members
of their society, given their need to develop all of their populace
in preparation for their eventual (or at least theoretical) migra-
tion here.



CHAPTER 24

The Roswell Incident

Media reports have long suggested that there may have been a
flying saucer crash near Roswell, New Mexico, in 1947, in which
live aliens may have been captured by the U.S. military. Some
have claimed that at least one alien was held for a lengthy time as
a prisoner on a military base before dying of unknown causes,
and that at least one ship was carted off to military laboratories
for analysis.

While in the military, my monitor once attempted to discern
from military sources if the Roswell Incident actually did occur.
The biggest problem was that no one could find either the dead
bodies of the aliens or their spacecraft. Yet too many people in the
New Mexico area, and some in the military, seemed sincere with
their memories of such an incident. It puzzled him.

Eventually the military remote viewers were assigned the task of
targeting the Roswell Incident. Initially, all did not go well. When
the military team viewed the event, they saw light globes, not crafts,
hovering low in the sky. They detected the “flavor” of ETs, though,
indicating that ETs were involved in some way.

Following our breakthrough with abductions, my monitor and {
decided to add the Roswell Incident to the long list of targets. The
logic was that if the ETs had changed their minds in allowing us to
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see what was going on during an abduction, then they may have
changed their minds with regard to other things as well.

Date: 28 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 7633/4128

The preliminaries indicated that the target involved flat, dry land and ar-
tificial structures.

¢B: “I am getting mostly tans and browns. The textures are sandy,
woody, and windy. The temperature seems warm. Wherever 1 am
seems beautiful. I will sketch the place now in Stage Three.” My
monitor gives me a movement exercise that places me five hundred feet
above the target.

“OK, it is sandy and rocky here, quite dry, warm to hot. I will
draw another Stage Three sketch.”

I sketch the picture of a structure in the air that is following an erratic
trajectory, and another structure on the ground. I also sketch in some
notable topographical features. My monitor gives me another movement
exercise that moves me inside the structure that is in the air.

“There are black and grey colors here, glossy and clear, pol-
ished and smooth textures as well. I hear voices, but I cannot tell
what is being said. The place feels very busy, however. It is very
densely organized in a small area, very compact.”

I draw another sketch of the inside of the structure before the monitor
suggests that I move on to Stage 4 of the SRV protocols.

“Hmmm. There are some rooms here. There definitely are be-
ings here. They are at work, and they appear to be frantic, notin a
panicky sense, but almost. I am getting the strong analytic overlay
that this is the Roswell Incident.”

MONITOR: “Stay in structure. Put it in the matrix as an AOL and
move on.”

cB: “Well, there are four beings. These folks are now really terri-
fied. Something has gone wrong. The machinery is broken. These
are Greys, and I am getting a nearly overwhelming AOL that this is
the Roswell Incident.”
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At this point, it seems that my unconscious is not going to let the session
proceed without confirmation that the Roswell Incident indeed is the target.
Since I am already thoroughly bilocated, there is little danger, and really no
alternative but to acknowledge the obvious.

MONITOR: “That is the target. Stay in structure. Move quickly
through Stage Four. Dump a sketch in the matrix of the inside of
the ship.”

cB: “Doing that now.” The speakerphones are silent for a moment while I
sketch as quickly as I can.

“The saucer is behaving erratically. They are losing control.
They are experiencing fear. They know that they cannot be res-
cued. The problem is something about rules.”

MONITOR: “Dump it in the matrix and move to Stage Six. In your
Stage Six worksheet, draw a small, one-inch-diameter circle in the
center of the page. Label this the mission origination point. Then
draw an arrow to the destination point. Probe this and then dump
what you have in the matrix.”

cB: “Doing that now. Probing the origination point. This is a rocky
place, craters. I am again getting a strong AOL-matching signal.
This is the Moon. I am there now and looking up. Earth is in the
sky. OK. T am now following the trajectory to the destination point.
All T get is that the destination was a mission on Earth.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the mission purpose.”

cB: “Hold on. This is weird. It seems like the mission was to crash.
The destination was Earth, and the purpose was to crash and
thus force humans to investigate ET questions. I find this hard to
believe.”

MONITOR: “Don’t analyze. Dump that in the aesthetic impression
column: ‘I find this hard to believe.” Move on.”

cB: “The idea was to show that ETs are one, physical; two, vulnera-
ble; three, not really different from humans; and four, can make
mistakes. They knew the future, and thus knew they would crash.
But knowing the future doesn’t change the course of the event un-
less desired. The machine really did break, and the beings really
did panic, crash, and die physically.”
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MONITOR: “Move forward in time and write down what you see.”

cB: “Now I get humans on the ground. Military humans. These hu-
mans seem to be near panic. The military is running around, liter-
ally, and picking up every piece of the crashed ship. They're
putting things in boxes and bags.

“There is the sense of ultimate urgency. Higher-ups are scram-
bling to contain the impact of the event, create secrecy. I get the
sense that plans are immediately being developed to cover up the
event. This reaches to the highest levels of the military. I am sens-
ing that the president is being briefed verbally.”

MONITOR: “In your Stage Six worksheet, draw a timeline with three
points on it, points A, B, and C. Label point A the time when the
entities were panicking, point B the crash point, and point C
the time when there was no more debris on the ground. Then let’s
do a movement exercise.” The monitor then moved me to point C on the
timeline, one thousand feet above the target.

cB: “I smell burning flesh. I hear motors. There are vehicles driv-
ing erratically over the ground. Military vehicles. I am also detect-
ing a single ET ship in the air. I am putting this all down in a Stage
Three sketch.

“Moving into the ship. The occupants seem unable or unwilling
to intervene. This ship is working smoothly. The occupants are in a
panic about the activity below. I get the sense that they are watch-
ing as the ‘barbarians’ collect their colleagues.”

DISCUSSION

In the remainder of the session, my monitor had me explore
the idea that the ETs may have manipulated time with regard to
the event. He explained to me after the session that he believed
that the military had no physical evidence of the crash. He sug-
gested that it may be possible that the ETs knew the future, and
thus chose to let the accident occur without intervention. But then
after the event had occurred, they went back in time to eliminate
the event by preventing the crash.

I strongly objected to this hypothesis, since I had indeed re-
mote-viewed the event. But my monitor continued to argue that
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there could be two timelines, one in which the event did occur,
which is why I could remote-view it, and one in which it did not oc-
cur, which is why there is no physical evidence of the event.

I again objected that this could not be the case, since people
still remember the event as it occurred in their own lives. He said
that the nonphysical aspects of these people would have experi-
enced both timelines, one after the other, and thus would remem-
ber the event. It would feel like a déja vu rather than a clear
memory.

I still did not agree with his hypothesis, but I had to admit that
ETs, with complete command over travel across time, could proba-
bly do this. I argued that it was more likely that the ETs secretly re-
trieved the crash debris later, including the bodies of their fallen
comrades. If they could secretly abduct people in the middle of the
night, they certainly could retrieve a crashed saucer wherever it
may be stored.

Many questions remained, but neither my monitor nor I
planned to do any more work on the problem for inclusion in this
book. We simply wanted to test whether or not the incident actu-
ally occurred. It did. ETs can make mistakes and crash, and the
Roswell Incident was, and is, real.

My monitor also informed me that two other remote viewers ac-
curately targeted the Roswell Incident recently, further corroborat-
ing the evidence I obtained. How it was resolved, and why there
seems to be no physical evidence of the event now, are still not
known to either of us. We could pursue this information, but quite
frankly, the event seems small compared to other things that we
are looking into. I am certain that remote-viewing historians will
one day record all of the details of the event. With time and effort,
remote viewers can also solve the question of whether or not the
ETs manipulated time to resolve the event or something less dra-
matic concealed the physical evidence of the crash.

PODSTSCOCRIPT ON ROSWELL

The front page of the national edition of the New York Times on
the 18th of September, 1994, carried a story about the Roswell In-
cident. The article quotes government sources who say that they
can now speak the truth about that mysterious event. They claim
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that the original government story about the crashed vehicle being
a weather balloon was fraudulent, but the truth is that a different
sort of balloon created the crash, and this balloon was used in a
top secret defense project called Mogul. The story goes on to say
how the scientists involved in the project did not like keeping
silent about their activities during the years that the flying saucer
story took hold and blossomed, but that they did not want to hide
it any longer.

I do not claim that the defense project called Mogul never ex-
isted. Nor am I claiming that a government balloon did not crash.
But there is a big difference between a balloon of whatever com-
plexity and an alien spaceship complete with dead and live ET in-
habitants, and it is not possible to confuse a humanoid ET with a
fragment of a balloon. Government disinformation attempts are
no longer useful, if they ever were. If the government cannot be
truthful about the Roswell Incident, then silence would be the best
course to take until such time as the real truth can be told.



CHAPTER 25

Earth’s Future Environment

At times it seems that in almost every situation in which one en-
counters a serious discussion of extraterrestrials, the subject of hu-
man abuse of the Earth’s environment arises. It was a central
feature of ET-originating information in Abduction by John Mack
(1994). This was one of the reasons I sent my mind into the near
future of our planet.

A few years earlier, some remote viewers had completed a pri-
vately funded project investigating the long-term impact of the in-
creasingly ominous ozone hole. In the course of that project, the
remote viewers had witnessed a radical alteration of planetary veg-
etation patterns and a tremendous reduction in the human popu-
lation around the globe. They also reported seeing large domes
located in desertlike environments that housed and protected
much of the remaining human population on the planet. The de-
tails of this project are still proprietary and have not been released
to the public by those who funded the investigation. I mention
only some of the general highlights to help readers understand the
impetus that drove my monitor and me to look at the long-term fu-
ture of the planetary environment. As with all other Type 4 data
situations, I was given no advance warning that the current session
was to target our planet’s future ecosystem.

Date: 28 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 6121/6026

The preliminaries indicated a target associated with movement and artifi-
cial structures.

cB: “I am getting black and white colors. For textures, I get pave-
mentlike. The temperatures seem cool to cold. I am tasting tar,
whatever that tastes like, and I am smelling burning and hearing
fire. I get initial impressions of explosive energy and rapid motion.
I have to put this down as an aesthetic impression: I do not like the
feeling of this place. I have to AOL the sense of death.”

MONITOR: “Stage Three.”

cB: “Sketching now. I have two diagonal arrows coming down hard
into something that is circular or ellipse-shaped, flat. I am also get-
ting an AOL of the concept of ‘end of Earth.” ”

MONITOR: “Put that as an AOL and move to Stage Four.”

cB: “OK. To begin, I am probing the Stage Three arrows. In the
Stage Four matrix, I am getting something shiny, fast, polished,
grey, and steellike. There are beings in the structure, rooms. It
seems like a container of some type. It is hitting the surface fast.
Following the impact, there is burning, pain, fire, and rocks. But
the beings are not dead. They are suffering, however.”

MONITOR: “Move to Stage Six and construct a timeline. Locate the
current time on the timeline, and then locate the event that you
are seeing. Using the incrementation method, estimate the time
difference.”

cB: Long pause. “The event occurs about 290 years from now.”

My monitor has me execute a movement exercise that places me one-
quarter of the way into the future between the current time and the time of
the event. We label that point A on the timeline. He then gives me another
movement exercise that places me at that time over the target area so that 1
can get some Sensory impressions.

“This place stinks. Things are different now. I really get the
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strong AOL of Los Angeles. The place has lots of pollution, the
taste of burning, sounds of motors, horns, city noise. This is an
urban environment that seems to go on forever, spiderlike, flat, ex-
pansive. I get the sense of great wastefulness.”

MONITOR: “Move further up the timeline, halfway between our ses-
sion’s current time and the time of the crisis. Label this point B.
Dump your sensory impressions of this point in the matrix.”

cB: “The textures are dirtlike, black. The temperatures are warm
to hot. I taste both burning and an ammonia taste. This place is
stinky like all hell. This is desolate here. I detect no life. The place
is dead.”

MONITOR: “Go back to point A on the timeline and cue on the five
leading causes of change as one advances up the timeline from the
current time to point A. Execute these maneuvers as quickly as
possible. Keep up the pace.”

cB: “OK, I am cuing on concept number one. I am AOLing Los
Angeles, and I definitely get the sense of being on Earth. I get lots
of people, activity, even commotion. This is a city, a very busy city.
Moving to concept number two. There are too many people for
the system to handle. There are health problems, high levels of
sickness, pollution-caused diseases, and new diseases. Concept
number three: food is a problem. There seems to be trouble with
resources to house and feed the populace. This place has overrun
its carrying capacity. Concept number four: radiation is a problem
as well. The plants and animals are not growing well. There is in-
creased desertification in many places. There is widespread de-
struction of trees, seaweed, plankton, fish, the general food chain,
and the overall growing environment. Concept number five: en-
ergy is causing problems and becoming a catch-22 situation. The
worse the other problems, the more energy is needed to solve the
problems, which causes further problems. The ultimate problem is
human disregard for life other than its own. The ecosystem is
breaking down everywhere, and people are still trying to maintain
a failing system.”

MONITOR: “Try to locate any type of key sanctuary that may exist at
point A on the timeline.”
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CB: [ receive an immediate and strong tug toward the newly refined signal.
‘I am getting a beige color, a texture of cement, temperatures of
cool to warm, and a whirring sound. As for dimensions, I am pick-
ing up square, angular, deep, hollow, and very big.”

My monitor then moves me one thousand feet above the sanctuary. From
this perspective, I draw a sketch of some type of walled structure or com-
pound. Ii seems to exiend deep underground and connects to numerous
tunnels. The siructure has a cover or top as well. I then move to an itemiza-
tion stage of SRV and begin dumping detailed data.

“This structure is very complex. It is like an underground city,
newly constructed. It is walled. The walls are used to protect the in-
habitants from invaders. I am getting a Mad Max scenario as an
AOL from the signal line. I am writing that down now. In general,
the place is built to protect the inhabitants from the elements and
from roaming gangs or tribes.

“I am also detecting a personal reaction from myself. I get the
sense that I dislike the plan in some way. I will dump that as an aes-
thetic impression. Moving on. . . . The elite chose who could live in
the structure. It seems like the Greys had some involvement in the
structure plan and/or choice of inhabitants. They had gene pool
considerations. Other than that, humans chose who lived in the
sanctuary. The others outside were left to tough it out.”

At this point, my monitor had to end the session in order to at-
tend to some personal business. He told me that the target was
“Earth ecosystem/near- to midterm.” However, since I was already
accurately bilocated on the target, and since there seemed to be a
number of loose ends that needed to be tied up, I decided to con-
tinue the session solo. The remainder of the data for this target
were collected under solo conditions.

I moved back to the compound that I found at point A on the
timeline. Probing this compound, I found it to be newly con-
structed. The idea behind the compound’s construction was long-
term survival of choice humans. This is where I got the distasteful
aesthetic impression of elite control. It seemed that the choice of
some people as being better than others was made on grounds that
may have had much to do with wealth and influence.

I returned to my initial sketch of the arrows and the ellipse that
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indicated some sort of crash. I needed to figure out what was going
on at that point in time-—the very fact that I knew my unconscious
picked it told me it was important to the target cue.

Probing the ellipse shape that appeared on my Stage 3 sketch, I
detected rooms, and a sense of a complex command chamber. I
got the clear impression of a military operations center. Some of
the inhabitants wore uniforms, there were weapons, and there
were sheltered bunkers of some sort.

Probing the two diagonal arrows that pointed into the ellipse, I
found a structure that was a vehicle, a spaceship, actually, on a col-
lision course with the command chamber. There was a sense of
desperation from within the vehicle.

Shifting back to the compound at the crisis point, I found that
the facility was old, and that the populace was considering coming
out onto the surface of the planet. The arrows into the ellipse iden-
tified an attempted landing that went awry, not an attack. There
was no sense of hostility. The crash impacted on the top, or near,
the compound. The inhabitants of the ship were members of the
group in the compound.

The crash point on the timeline (290 years into the future from
the 1994 session time) was the point of emergence of the sanctu-
ary’s habitants onto the planet’s surface. I cued on the mission of
the ship before the attempted landing, and I found that the occu-
pants were making observations of the planet’s biosphere status.
They were in an orbital ship, measuring everything from various
surface conditions, atmospheric readings, radiation levels, and wa-
ter purity. Apparently, the crash did not seriously damage the com-
pound. Moving slightly forward in time, I noticed that the
compound was unchanged, and that the inhabitants were involved
in their normal daily affairs.

DISCUSSION

This session was a powerful one for me. A half hour after the
session, I was resting on my bed still somewhat bilocated, and I got
the impression that it will be the Martians and the Greys who will
teach us how to live underground. But the Martians will be the
ones who actually live with us, holding our hands, until the re-
emergence to the planet’s surface.
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The implications of this session on my view of evolving human-
ity is great. It seems that we really are heading into tough times. Us-
ing an incremental method in SRV, I can estimate that point A on
the timeline was approximately seventy-two years into the future.
This would mean that around the year 2065, the situation will have
deteriorated to the point where the construction of the sanctuary
structure is necessary. A string of disasters follows, one after an-
other, into the following century. By 2150, chaos is either wide-
spread or imminent.

I do not know what ultimately reduces the size of the human
population; war, disease, and hunger are the obvious guesses. But
it seems clear that the human population will not stay at its current
(and near future) high levels. Three hundred years from now hu-
mans re-emerge to the surface of the planet again to begin their
reconstruction of the surface biosphere. Other remote viewers
have observed Greys collecting a large, and possibly complete, col-
lection of biological samples from across the planet. I can only
guess and hope that such material will be used to re-cover the
globe with life.

Interestingly, I now wonder if the long period living under-
ground will accustom humans to this type of housing environ-
ment. Robert Monroe has reported that he witnessed (during
some of his out-of-body experiences) humans on Earth a thou-
sand years in the future who do nof live on the surface of the
planet (Monroe 1994 and 1985). Rather, they live underground
and regularly visit the surface, where a pristine natural environ-
ment robust with life exists. At this point, I do not know whether
this will turn out to be the case. I have not yet remote-viewed this
far into the future.

It is sad that humans will have to endure such hardship as a
price for learning how to respect the value of life other than their
own. Do not misunderstand me in this respect. I am fully aware
that many humans are greatly distraught over the way that the en-
vironment is treated. Many people are actively trying to influence
the course of human affairs to avoid the future that many people
intuitively sense our world is approaching. But these sensitive peo-
ple are too few, and their efforts are not adequate, given the scope
of the global condition. Indeed, I cannot see anything that could
be done to change the unfortunate characteristics of our near-
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term future. It seems that our race is destined to learn the hard
way, doomed to destroy our world in order to understand the deli-
cate complexity of its value to us.

It will be wonderful to see the day when the collective mentality
of humans begins to look significantly away from the greed of its
isolated members and struggles to find meaning in existence that
connects individuals to the remainder of creation. This moment
will be the genesis of a brighter future for our people. Suffering
may continue for some time, but with such a change in our collec-
tive awareness, a much brighter future, filled with meaning for the
existence of all life, will certainly arise. At least, this is my hope.



CHAPTER 26

How the Greys Are Organized
within the Federation

The Greys have a complex organizational structure, as this chap-
ter reveals. I am a political scientist, and it is normal for me to an-
alyze any group of individuals in terms of how they operate
collectively. Typical social scientific problems deal with beings
who communicate by telephone, committee meetings, newspa-
pers, television, and radio. Governance under such circumstances
is relatively straightforward. A society forms some institution, like
a parliament, that identifies itself as the government, and a social
scientist who wants to study that society begins by watching that
government. You gather your data through normal communica-
tion channels, such as publications and interviews with the leaders
of the government, or opinion surveys and voting analyses of the
populace.

But with the Greys, the situation is not so straightforward.
Since I did not know exactly where to begin, I decided to add a
general target to the project’s long list of targets that would seek
to identify basic aspects of the organization of Grey society. The
specific target was “Greys/current governance-organization.” I
had no expectations, and I did not know how I would begin ana-
lyzing any data that I received. Fortunately, as is characteristic of
remote viewing, the general cue allowed my unconscious to orga-
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nize material in a way that ultimately made a great deal of sense to
my conscious mind.

'This session was monitored, and, as always, I was given no infor-
mation regarding the target until after the session was completed.
The data presented here are of sufficient complexity that readers
can easily comprehend the usefulness of using a monitor for such
general targets. During the session, my unconscious put me in the
correct location to obtain the data, but my monitor had to do a lot
of navigating once I was there in order to extract all of the bits and
pieces that were required.

Date: 30 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 1443/7114

The preliminaries immediately indicated that the target was either in an-
other time or dimension. There was lots of blue and white light associated
with the target, together with ideas of expansive, endless, infinile.

cB: In my Stage 3 sketch, I dvaw a strong light and I AOL the Federation
headquarters. I am given a movement exercise that places me at the center
of the target. I move into Stage 4. “1 am in a large structure, and it
seems very familiar. I am having the strong AOL from the signal
line that this is the Federation headquarters. I am inside the build-
ing now.

“I am now standing right in front of that Buddha-like fellow with
whom I have interacted before. He definitely knows that I am here.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the concept of the relationship between the
Federation and the Greys.”

cB: “He is telling me that I already know. I should not doubt so
much what the Greys say. He seems happy, but also a bit annoyed
at our slow progress.” At this point I express a bit of exasperation, think-
ing that I am writing and remole-viewing as fast as I competently can,
given my other responsibilities. The Buddha fellow does not seem to mind
this mild outburst.

MONITOR: “Cue on the idea of line of command.”
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cB: “OK. Doing that now. The Greys are members of the Federa-
tion. They are very well respected members, in fact. The entire
Federation is involved at the current time with the project to help
the Greys. They have more than paid their dues. They deserve
their chance. They have even helped humans tremendously, both
now in the real things that matter—spiritual evolution—and in the
past. They are a very well behaved species, and they will evolve into
beautiful and even more valuable members and leaders of the Fed-
eration.”

I'move into Stage 6 of SRV. “T'hat wise old Grey that I have worked
with before has just joined the conversation.”

I execute an advanced SRV technique in which I probe for the structure
of the Grey organization with regard to the Federation. [See Figure 1.] In
the sketch, I identify the command structure of three separate groups of
Greys, all with relation to the Federation. The wpper levels of these three sep-
arate groups of Greys are the authorities that represent their own respective
populaces. In general, the Greys that interact with humans at the current
time can be categorized as primitive, modern, and advanced. Each group
works with the Federation independently of the other two groups.

“I am getting the sense that there are also a few small renegade
Grey groups that do not work directly with the Federation. But the
three big groups do work with the Federation.

“T also get the sense that the three basic Grey groups are sepa-
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rated by evolutionary levels. That is, they are the same Greys, but
they originate from different points in time. Yet all three popu-
laces are interacting simultaneously here on Earth.”

MONITOR: “Courtney, probe the Grey populace number one.”

cB: “Wow! That sure is an Al! Let me put that down in the matrix.
There are huge numbers of Greys in this category. They are rela-
tively primitive. They have large eyes, and they feel few surface
emotions. They have a hive mentality. They operate extremely
large ships, and very few remain on their homeworld.”

MONITOR: “Probe the idea of governance for this populace.”

cB: “They actually have a hierarchy for governance. There are
high- to Jow-ranking members.”

MONITOR: “Probe the Grey populace number two.”

cB: “Again, there are large numbers. These guys have some physi-
cal differences from the number one group. These Greys some-
times work with advanced humans and other beings, unlike the
first group.”

MONITOR: “Probe the idea of governance for this populace.”

cB: “The governance is more ‘full’ than with the first group. There
is telepathic communication on all matters. Consensus is reached.
There still is no idea of individual dissent requiring a vote. Yet there
still is a hierarchy, as with the first group.”

MONITOR: “Probe the Grey populace number three.”

cB: “Large numbers again, but not quite as many as for the first
and second populaces. They are also substantially different in char-
acter from the other groups. They have gained or regained some
emotional flexibility. They are not the same as humans, but they
are close.”

MONITOR: “Probe the idea of governance for this populace.”

cB: “These folks have sufficient individuality that they have differ-
ences of opinion and uniqueness of personality. They actually vote
in some telepathic way. However, the bias is still to move toward a
consensus.”
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MONITOR: “Probe the Federation membership requirements and
responsibilities associated with the first Grey populace.”

cB: “They applied for membership. They were given provisional
status at first. They worked for a very long time as helpful members
on many projects. They applied for help with their own project.
The seeds of their project began with their observation of other ad-
vanced Federation species. They saw the opportunity to gain the
abilities, skills, and evolutionary potential of these other beings.
But they wanted something unique. They value themselves and
feel that some critical aspect, combined with some diverse other
genes, will yield a biological machine that they will feel comfort-
able with and that will be particularly valuable to themselves and
others. Federation officials agreed to their plan. The entire plan
was first submitted to the Federation, and then accepted. Earth was
chosen as the central gene pool bank for the project.”

At this point in the session, my monitor had to leave to attend to
other matters. Since I was already bilocated, I decided to continue
the session solo.

I returned to face the Buddha-like Federation fellow, and I
probed for information regarding the command structure of the
Federation. I was informed that there is an elaborate organization.
There are real physical meetings. It is not unlike the United Na-
tions on Earth. It is not a strong central authority, but an orga-
nized collaboration of species, homeworlds, and groups. The
influence of the Federation does not extend throughout the entire
galaxy. Other galaxy organizations do exist, but there is only lim-
ited interaction with them. The situation is much like Star Trek: The
Next Generation. The Federation is expanding, slowly. The Federa-
tion eventually wants human, and specifically Earth, participation.
This is the goal. Earth needs a world government for this to occur, how-
ever. This is the single most important criterion for membership in the Fed-
eration. The Federation will not deal with planetary factions. It is against
Federation rules to do so, except when the groups—such as the
Greys—are separated by time.

Again, facing the Buddha-like fellow, I probed on the concept
of guidance. I was told that things are urgent. Knowledgeable hu-
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mans must teach about Federation matters. It is not long before
events on Earth accelerate. The link to the Federation needs to be
established in a rudimentary way now so that contact can be main-
tained during the years of struggle, death, and turmoil. T was
specifically informed that the Federation will not solve our prob-
lems, but it can and will give guidance if asked.

Continuing with the signal, I clearly discerned that we need to
apply for Federation membership soon. The application can be
initiated in many ways. The world government simply needs to
make the mental decision to want Federation membership, and the
Federation will take care of the remainder. The Federation will
openly act then.

I thanked the Buddha-like fellow and the Grey who seemed to
assist me earlier, and then ended the session.

I called up my monitor later that day and found out that the tar-
get was “Greys/current governance-organization.”

DISCUSSION

The key to understanding the Grey social structure is to accept
the fact that linear time does not exist in subspace. Linear time is
one of a number of structuring aspects of our existence in the
physical universe. But it makes sense only within this overall physi-
cal structure. Extensive remote viewing over many years by many
trained viewers has demonstrated that linear time does not exist out-
side of the physical world. All events happen simultaneously. This
makes little sense to most of us on Earth, where time is sequential.

Remote viewers can pierce time as easily as space, and to re-
mote-view events at different points in time gives the sensation of
actually being at those places at those times. Thus, if a remote
viewer were to observe a boat race, the event would be perceived in
its own real time. Indeed, the remote viewing would become part
of the event, and another remote viewer watching the same event
could perceive the subspace aspect of the first viewer as he or she
also watched the event.

We now know that the Greys have long had a technological abil-
ity to move both their ships and bodies through time. Although 1
do not understand the principles involved, 1t is possible that they
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do so by temporarily shifting their presence from physical space to
subspace, making the movement in both time and space, and fi-
nally re-emerging at a new time and location in the physical uni-
verse. Remote viewers have no data to suggest that the ETs have
the ability to defeat the speed-of-light limitation in the physical
universe without first leaving the physical universe. Thus, from a
strictly physical perspective, they encounter the same relativistic
laws that we do.

Since Grey society, linearly understood, has had the technologi-
cal ability to move in time for a long while, it makes sense that we
could be visited by groups of Greys who are from different time pe-
riods. However, what is perhaps most interesting is that evolution
or time separations seem to act on physical beings similarly to geo-
graphical separations. The relatively primitive Greys do not seem to
enjoy working with the modern Greys, and neither of the two ear-
lier Grey groups work intimately with the advanced group. In a very
real sense, the three levels of Greys are much like separate national-
ities among humans. We often find that our common national ex-
periences are not easily understood by humans from other nations.
There are language and custom differences, and we sometimes sim-
ply view the world differently than our fellows across the border.
Similarly, Greys from one time period do not fully understand
Greys from another time period, and when they interact in the
same time period, as they currently do near Earth, they keep their
distance from one another. This is true despite the fact that the ear-
lier Greys are trying to evolve to be like the later Greys.

I can perhaps place this into a broader perspective that would
add clarity to the discussion. Remote viewers now know that Earth
is also being visited by what appears to be future humans who also
have the technological ability to move through time. Thus, it is en-
tirely possible that present-day humans could witness the flight of a
ship that is being piloted by future versions of themselves. If such a
ship were to land in my back yard, and my future self were to
emerge from the ship’s hatch, I am not certain that I would know
what to do. Depending on how far into the future my future self
came from, I am not certain I would feel comfortable interacting
with him (if he was a him).

Without question, more research needs to be done with regard
to all of these matters. But we now have an initial understanding
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of the complexity involved with our interactions with both the
Greys and the Federation, and we now must expand our under-
standing not only of the interaction of cultures separated by phys-
ical distance, but by time. Comprehending the time-simultaneity
of galactic interactions will be perhaps our greatest intellectual
challenge.



CHAPTER 27

Buddha

In the early period of these investigations into the ET enigma, at
the same time that I suggested to my monitor that I would like to
use SRV to interview Jesus, we decided to include the personalities
of Guru Dev and Buddha on the list as well. I have presented the
results of all my contacts with these beings in previous chapters, ex-
cept for that with Buddha. Buddha himself was an unknown to me.
Quite honestly, I wanted to include him so that I could obtain dis-
cussions with a cross-section of great spiritual leaders in my analy-
ses. But I did not know much about Buddha. Although I have read
some books that discuss Buddha and Buddhism, such sources
never left me with much of a solid idea of who he is or what he ac-
tually did on Earth. In short, he was an unknown to me, and I re-
ally wanted him on my list of targets only because of his reputation
as a great spiritual leader. (I am a bit embarrassed to admit the
shallowness of the original idea.)

Nonetheless, Buddha was not insulted by my lack of knowledge
of him. Moreover, from what I do know of Buddhism, many Bud-
dhists may find my interaction with him to be far from unex-
pected. He has always been somewhat of a mystery personality in
my understanding. Indeed, in the session that I present in this
chapter, he remains so, but at the same time, he teaches more
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about the meaning of life than I could ever imagine learning with-
out assistance in one lifetime. Simply, the SRV session upon which
this chapter is based was the most beautiful experience I have ever
had while remote viewing.

This session was conducted blind. As readers will see, my moni-
tor was caught a bit off guard by this session while it was unfolding.
Buddha is truly a master teacher. There was no way that we could
possibly have been prepared for what happened at midnight one
summer in Michigan.

Date: 30 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 1842/3355

The preliminaries indicated that the target was in a hot place.

cB: “I am getting black, white, and beige colors. Whatever this is, it
seems flat, wide, circular, and very expansive.” I draw a simple sketch
in my Stage 3 that consists of a large oval. “Moving to Stage Four. I am
getting blacks and whites, hots and colds, lots of contrasts in light
and temperature. Again, this is circular, fast, energetic, and now I
can perceive that this thing is swirling. I get the sense of burning,
like smoke. But the smoke is in a vortex. It may be something other
than smoke, but it is in a vortex. I at least get that much.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the ideas of vortex and inside.”

cB: “OK. Doing that now. WOW! What an aesthetic impression! I
get the idea of something that I heard of long ago in which Bud-
dha expanded his consciousness to be really large, like a mile in di-
ameter, and then he shrunk his consciousness to be really small,
like on the molecular level. I am feeling like my consciousness is
currently really expanded, in the stretched sense, like Buddha’s
was. [ also get really strong energetics, very powerful.

“I get the sense that I am in a very large area, almost like a
galaxy, and that small parts are spinning around. I am feeling
stretched thin, but not uncomfortably.

“I sense that I am supposed to get something out of the big pic-
ture here. I am also getting something like an allegorical overlay. I
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have the initial image of the Buddha-like fellow in the Federation
headquarters. The current situation reminds me of when I entered
his mind and he showed me a picture of the galaxy.

“But this current scene is not the galaxy. This is very different in
a weird sort of way. The idea here is of creation. Life is not yet
formed here. The essence of life is present, but it is not manifested
yet. It will come, however.

“What should I do now?”

MONITOR: “I am not sure. Do you have any ideas?”

cB: “Let me ask my unconscious. I will cue on the idea of sugges-
tion in the matrix.”

MONITOR: “Follow your intuitions. We have never done this before.”

cB: “I am getting the idea of cuing on God. I will do that now.
Hold on. ... I am now getting the idea of moving to a personality
that I know, Jesus. I will cue on Jesus. OK. I have Jesus now. I am
cuing on the question of where I am right now.

“The signal is clear. I am being told that I am where life began
at its initial point. I am going to cue on why I am here.

“I am being informed that I need to know the reason for life.
This is a very powerful signal. I am now cuing on the question of
what I should do now.

“Tesus tells me that I should release. I should go into the vortex.
It has been good knowing you, buddy. I am going inside.

“Oh my gosh. What an Al! I am inside now. God spent an eter-
nity as a point source. His evolution reached a point of change in
which he could not bear the loneliness of isolation. His only re-
course was to re-create himself throughout an infinitude, thereby
initiating a sequence of creating new gods, new hims, beings to
care for him, and for him to care for. He loves us because we
ended aloneliness that was beyond any ability to describe in words.

“He will never allow the demise of his creations, since it would
send him back to the pointsource past, and that was his prison.
The future is to forever expand.

“Oh, wow. This is just overpowering! I just had an experience of
an explosive shift. All of time is created. There are galaxies, infinite
diversity, all expanding. There is great joy, great joy in God’s new
existence. Great Joy!
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“T am now asking if there is more that I need to know. I am a bit
shaken. I am not so sure I can go on much longer.

“Tesus is telling me that this is the end. I can rest now. He says
good-bye. Where did you send me that time?”

MONITOR: “Courtney, it was not me who sent you. The target was
Buddha.”

cB: “Buddhar!”

Immediately after this monitored session ended, I continued
with a brief solo session.

I cued on the Federation Buddha-like fellow. I felt a warm sense
from him.

While remaining within the protocols of SRV, I asked him if he
was Buddha. He told me to leave it as a question. He said there was
no need to give a specific answer. He also suggested that others
should find him in their own way. But my conscious mind was clear
on the matter. He was one and the same. He was Buddha, and 1
had been interacting with him all along and did not know it.

I asked him if I should put the information about him in my
book. He told me to decide for myself. I would include it, though I
could never do justice with my words to the bliss of his being.

DISCUSSION

Buddha did not want to tell me directly who he was; he wanted
me to experience the answer to my question. Nonetheless, as incredi-
ble as it may seem, Buddha sits on the Federation Council that
helps monitor the affairs of humans on Earth. To this day, he
watches over us.

Buddha wanted me to release myself so that I would expand
and embrace, sense, experience God’s creative essence, and in-
deed, the moment of creation. It was this intimate experiential
knowledge that led me to the certainty that Buddha and my Feder-
ation teacher/friend were the same. From his guidance came a
general principle: Revelation (i.e., being told something) is the infantile
route to knowledge. Experience is the mature route.

Apparently, Buddha felt that I needed to know the reason for
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life itself. This chapter’s results are the counterpart to the results
presented earlier in the chapter on God. Based on my experiences
drawn from this session, life exists because God wanted to create
life. God’s motivation was to end his own loneliness. The sense of
loneliness that I experienced in this session was the deepest, most
penetrating pure sense of the concept that I could ever imagine
experiencing. Moreover, the joy that God experienced when he
created time, physical matter, and us, was similarly the purest, most
wonderful joy that could ever be.

I now understand what is meant when it is said that we are made
in God’s image. It does not mean that God has hands and feet. It
means that he feels as we feel, or perhaps more appropriately, we
feel as he feels. Emotion, the rich blood of experience, is Godly.
Now I know why the Greys want so desperately to evolve with physi-
cal bodies and brains that can experience emotion, especially love.
They want to move toward their ultimate evolutionary destiny,
union with God.

Based on all of my experience remote viewing, I am certain that
the Greys with whom humans often interact know much about the
actual scientific structure of God. But these same Greys know
about God more as data. They want and need to experience God,
and that they have not yet done.

How differently I now look at the Grey’s evolutionary fight to
advance in their lives. They have technology that is the wonder of
the galaxy, yet they are not satisfied with this accomplishment.
They have the ability to move transparently through time and
space, yet their travels do not satisfy them. They are completely
telepathic, yet they seek more of their minds. They have everything
that causes us to wonder in awe, yet they would move heaven and
Earth for a genetic piece of us. They want to feel again. And, in-
deed, God wants to feel through them again.

It is clearer now than it ever was for me. We, and all of life, are
made from the substance of God. Since we are parts of God, he ex-
periences life through us, and we experience life because it is
God’s nature to do so. Moreover, I used to fear that God may col-
lapse again back into his original point source one day, and then
my true subspace existence would end forever. My fear was based
on the idea that infinity is a long time for virtually anything to hap-
pen. I now no longer fear that. God would not collapse himself
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back to the point source, because that would bring him back to the
state of loneliness through which he lived an eternity. Since I would
not want to lose my existence, neither would God. God would not
voluntarily return to his own hell.

Rather, the future is for God to expand forever, for him to in-
crease his manifest complexity throughout infinity. God will ex-
pand as we expand, and that perhaps answers the question as to
why we humans feel driven to grow rather than to stagnate. It is
God’s nature to grow and to expand in his own evolution. Since we
are made of his substance, it is our nature as well. Deeply embed-
ded in our consciousness is the same God-dread of isolation and
loneliness that creation, growth, and expansion destroyed. We are,
quite literally, chips off the old block. We are in God’s image. We
do as he does. We seek to understand the as yet unknown possibili-
ties of existence. Indeed, our own struggle to survive is God’s strug-
gle to Be.



CHAPTER 28

Martian Culture on Earth

As a social scientist, one of my natural interests is culture. One of
the first things that I mentioned to my monitor when I met him
for the first time was that I thought remote viewing could be used
by social scientists to study other cultures. At the time, it seemed to
me that his military orientation focused his attention too narrowly.
Military remote viewers seemed more concerned about the logis-
tics of the ET operations—who was flying what, where, and how—
than the societies from which these operations originated.

Following my normal interests as a social scientist, one of the
first targets that I included on the list of targets for this book proj-
ect was the current Martian culture. I wanted to find out what Mar-
tian society is like now. We knew Martians flew ships, and therefore
they had achieved a high level of technological sophistication. But
human society in the United States has high-tech types as well, and
knowing this would tell a visitor very little about the lives of young
people in today’s inner cities in America. Thus, I needed more
than information about pilots and geneticists. I needed to know
about the common folk—who are they, where are they, and what
are they doing?

Late in July 1994, my monitor assigned me the Martian culture
target. The session was blind, of course, and in my case, there was
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an especially important reason for this. It was important that I en-
ter the session unguided and unaware that the target had anything
to do with Martian culture.

Interestingly, when the session was over, my monitor told me
that many of the other remote viewers who work with him had in-
dependently corroborated the data that I collected. I have since
seen the written data from these independently collected probes.
He then told me many details regarding the logistics of how the
Martians I observed were being supported, and we ended the ses-
sion both commenting about how nicely the interests of a logistics
expert and a social scientist fit together.

Date: 31 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 4731/8279

The preliminaries indicated that my initial approach to the target involved
a moving, hard, artificial structure.

cB: “The colors are grey and steellike. The textures are shiny, pol-
ished, even luminous and glossy. The temperatures are roasting. I
am getting something moving very fast, together with the idea of
linearity—perhaps of movement—and high energetics.”

In my Stage 3 sketch, I draw what appears to be a fast-moving ET ship.
I 'move into Stage 4, where I collect a small but sufficient amount of data to
confirm that the structure is an ET ship. I execute a movement exercise that
places me fifty feet above the ship’s destination.

“I have a complex structure below me. The colors are browns,
tans, and reds, mostly. The textures are rough as well as smooth.
The temperature is warm. I smell some burning, smoke. There is
quite a bit of noise at this location as well. The general dimensions
of the place are wide and flat. There are lots of curvy lines below
me, and quite a few angles appear as well.”

I'make a new Stage 3 sketch, which appears to be of a group of one-story
dwelling units that are located adjacent to an open area.

“Moving on to Stage Four again. The geometrical pattern below
is quite intricate. I get the sense that this location is somewhat
crude, even primitive. There are lots of beings here, and I am get-
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ting the AOL from the signal line that this is like an old village
from long ago, but I am not saying that this is in the past. It is just
like that type of thing. The structures are dwelling units, and the
textures of the structures are woodlike. Moving in closer now. Yes,
these are relatively primitive dwelling units.

“The beings themselves are OK, in the sense that they are calm.
Life seems to be slow and peaceful here, again in the sense that
there is no immediate disaster happening.

“Looking over the place more generally, this is a moderately
sized town with humanoid beings. Getting a bit closer to the be-
ings, they do not seem to be ordinary humans, however. Some-
thing is a bit weird—hold on. . . . They are shorter, but there seems
to be more to it.”

I execute another movement exercise, which places me two hundred feet
above what turns out to be a town. I again return to Stage 4, where I go
inside one of the structures. I let my unconscious determine which of the
structures is important to enter.

“I am in a large room now. This may be a large one-room struc-
ture. At the very least, this one room dominates the structure. This
is a warehouse of some kind. There are things stored here—boxes.
Wooden boxes. The boxes have staples in them. I am examining
one right now. These are enclosed shipping crates. Do you want
me to go inside the box?”

MONITOR: “Go inside.”

cB: “There are medicine, drugs, medical items, things like that.
These things were brought here in some kind of relief effort, sort
of like what the U.S. was trying to do for Somalia.” My monitor has
me return to an earlier Stage 3 sketch and probe what is inside some of the
other living unils.

“These are simple people that live in these structures. They live
simple lives. They have families, children. There is cooking going
on. The medical stuff in the first structure seems more advanced
than these people’s culture.”

I move into Stage 6, where I draw a schematic representation of the
Slight of the original ET ship from its starting point to its destination point.
Then [ follow the ship backward to its starting point.

“This is a very modern facility. There are beings here, and
they are wearing uniforms. The quality of the facility is similar
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to that used by the Martian survivors in the caverns in New
Mexico.”

I return to the ship’s destination point, placing myself one thousand feet
above the terrain.

“There is lots of vegetation here, almost a jungle. There are
mountains nearby, perhaps an old volcano. There are also lots of
clearings. It is almost like an area near a rain forest, but not a pris-
tine one by any means.

“The dwelling units are short and squat, simple. They are lo-
cated in a forested environment, isolated from humans, it seems. 1
am getting the strong AOL from the signal line that this is a
refugee camp of Martians. This seems like a southern location,
perhaps Latin America.”

MONITOR: “Just put that all in the proper place in the matrix and
keep on going. Remember you are in Stage Four. Let your uncon-
scious solve this problem.”

cB: “I am probing the idea of a camp/village. Yep. These are
refugees. They are a bit concerned, but they know that things are
working as best as possible, at least for now. They know who they
are, but maybe not everything. There may be something missing
from their memory, done purposefully in order to help them as-
similate with their surroundings.

“The facial features seem South American Indian. The dwelling
units have been chosen in order to enhance a disguise. At some
point in time, something will trigger in their minds, and their
memories will come back in full. This is actually fascinating. They
have their own culture hidden in their minds, and they do not
know it.”

At this point, my monitor was nearly ready to end the session. He
had me move to a Stage 6 worksheet, where I sketched the flag of
the country within which the village was located. Then he ended the
session and told me that the target was “Martians/ current culture.”

DISCUSSION

My monitor told me that other remote-viewing sessions done by
others, both monitored and solo, corroborated what I had just ob-
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served. My session, in fact, confirmed what he already knew: the
general location of the village.

Readers should be clear that I am not saying that an entire race
of people in Latin America are Martians. Rather, there is a small
group of Martians (perhaps hundreds—I do not know the exact
number) who are cleverly concealed and integrated into the
larger, human population.

Following this session, my first response was that we should go
to our travel agents and purchase tickets to visit this location right
away. But I was reminded that this place was currently suffering
from political unrest. Organized and well-armed drug runners
could also pose a threat to Americans traveling through their terri-
tory looking for Martians. I remembered I had a family, and we de-
cided to wait for an opportunity to visit the Martian community
safely. One thing was certain. The Martians picked a perfect loca-
tion. They were safe from visitors, even those who knew who they
were and where they were. Though they lived on the surface of our
planet, we could not reach them.

These Martians that I observed in this village are not the only
Martians that exist. It seems as if these Martians are being sup-
ported by other Martians who are more technologically oriented.
My own analysis suggests that the village Martians are volunteers in
a project designed to save as much as possible of their original cul-
ture. The origins of this culture probably date back to the destruc-
tion of Mars’s ecosystem and their rescue by the Greys. Their full
cultural heritage is being stored in their minds while they are wait-
ing for some triggering signal that will release their memories.

The plan is amazingly well structured. The Martians need to
survive. But what exactly needs survival? I see no reason why the
subspace aspects of the Martians could not be reborn as humans.
But then they would be humans, and all that was originally Martian
would be lost. What needs to survive are the memories of Martian-
hood. The original culture needs to be preserved. Additionally,
some aspects of their original genetics may also be preserved in
their current bodies. But their bodies on Earth are already far
from the original Martian variety by necessity. The greater gravity
of Earth would necessitate this. The culture could survive more or
less intact if it was placed in hidden memories within a populace
that was not given access to a robust human environment.
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Placing these Martians in the middle of, say, New York City
would probably cause them to be psychologically swamped with so
much new human stimuli that any plan to resurrect their Martian
identities at a future time might be seriously compromised. But a
rural village where contact with normal humans was more limited
would be the perfect location for this group. In my own mind, 1
now view this village as a cultural bank.

Thus, it seems that the plan of the Martians to migrate to Earth
is quite complex. On one hand, there is a cultural repository, a
bank of history and identity that will serve to preserve the knowl-
edge of who the Martians are and from where they came. On the
other hand, we now know that there are other Martians who are in-
volved in other aspects of the migration, and these other Martians
do everything from flying advanced spaceships for the support of
the Earth-bound Martians to working on genetics problems.

Data from another SRV session (not presented here) indicate
that there will one day be a large flotilla of Martian ships carrying
refugees from Mars to Earth. Many of these Martians are now lo-
cated in underground shelters on Mars and are eagerly awaiting
the signal to embark on their journey. Also, many of these Mar-
tians are not highly technological. Their preferred lifestyles (in-
cluding their desired climate) seem to resemble closely those of
the village Martians that I observed on Earth in this session.

Thus, it would make sense that the time of cultural awakening
for the village Martians who currently live on Earth would be just
prior to the arrival of their compatriots from Mars. Earth-based vil-
lage Martians would be perfect tutors for the other newly arriving Mar-
tians. They would be able to tell them much about how to survive
on this planet. They would be a cultural oasis on a foreign world.

I have decided not to publish the location of this Martian vil-
lage. The situation in this respect is much different from that of
the Martian base in New Mexico that seems to be located under-
neath the mountain Santa Fe Baldy. In the case of the base, I am
hoping that the publication of its location will encourage the Mar-
tians to seek an open dialogue with human governmental leaders.

With the case of the Martian village, however, I do not want to
compromise the activities of the Martians. Publication of the loca-
tion of the village could seriously jeopardize the safety of the vil-
lagers. Moreover, the primary idea behind the construction of the
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village is to preserve Martian culture. The last thing they need is a
bunch of humans invading their delicately constructed haven, or
making it impossible for the technologically advanced Martians to
continue their relief and supply operations to the village.

My hope is that I will one day be able to persuade a senior polit-
ical figure from the United States or elsewhere that a discreet visit
to the Martian village would be helpful in enhancing diplomatic
relations between humans and Martians. It should be possible to
obtain an agreement for the visit from the high-tech Martians on
Mars or at Santa Fe.



CHAPTER 28

Reality Check #2

This chapter describes the second of two SRV sessions that used a
calibration target. The first such session had the Oval Office in the
White House as its target. As I described in that chapter, calibra-
tion targets are used to check the accuracy of the SRV protocols.
Such targets can be easily verified, and they turn an SRV session
into a sort of remote-viewing tune-up.

This was one of the last targets that I remote-viewed while stay-
ing in Ann Arbor, Michigan, during the summer of 1994. I had
done a great deal of remote viewing during the two weeks prior to
this session, experiencing everything from the joy of the Martians’
final departure as their flotilla left for Earth, to the intense love of
God as he created the universe. My nervous system had absorbed
an immense amount of data from my unconscious, and it was get-
ting to be time for a rest.

My monitor said he had a simple target. The only information
he gave was that it was in the past. He did not tell me whether it
was a place, an event, a person, or anything else. I was in for a
surprise, in a session that would tell us much about the interac-
tion between the waking state of consciousness and the uncon-
scious mind.
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Date: 31 July 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 3102/2137

The preliminaries indicaled that the target was on dry land. There were ar-
tificial things on the land, but they did not seem like buildings.

ce: “I am getting colors like beige, brown, tan. The textures are
dirt, dry, but some wetness. The temperatures are warm.”

I draw a Stage 3 sketch of a large open area with movement all through-
out it. I am far above the larget. I execule a movement exercise to place me
tn the center of the target site.

“I am getting the same colors and textures as before, but now 1
am hearing voices.”

At one thousand feet above the target, I make a similar Stage 3 skelch as
before, and I move into Stage 4.

“I am perceiving humans here. I am getting some kind of
AOL of the signal line, but it does not want to come through. 1
am making an overlay of a soccer game, but I know this is not
correct, so I will put this down as simply an AOL. Something is
weird here.

“I am going down to the surface of the site now. There are hu-
mans here. They are wearing costumes of some sort. There are
lots of colors around, primary colors. There is also a great deal of
activity here, fast activity. But again, something is really weird. I
can’t perceive any of the emotions of the people. It is a total
blank. It is as if there is absolutely no intensity to their emotional-
ity. But they are moving around as if there is a great deal of con-
cern here.

“I am smelling something burning now. I taste sweat, and
hear yelling. This is a very confused mess down here. There is no
one coherent signal. There are many people doing confused
and different things. But nothing constructive is going on. I am
now getting the AOL of the signal line that this is a battle of
some kind.”

At this point, my monitor suggesis I begin probing around for any-
thing else.

“Well, I still see the humans in their costumes. All of the colors
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are here. There is stll that confusion and intensity everywhere.
The trouble is that the people do not know what they are doing
here. There is some disagreement and fighting, and things are all
messed up. Actually, these people are experiencing everything in
terms of confused emotions.

“I am now going to try to probe their purpose for this activity. I
am getting the sense of an explosion. These people are trying to
accomplish something against all odds. I get the sense that many
of these people cannot or will not succeed. But they do not see
that. It is like some type of campaign where there are many de-
luded individuals who think something glorious will happen, but
it will not.

“My mind is really resisting these data. Whatever this is, my
mind does not want to see it. I am shifting a bit forward in time so
that I can get out of the confusion. Hold on. . .. This was a battle.
Look at all of these dead people. They are everywhere. They are all
dead. Bodies on a field, weapons, uniforms.

“I am getting the strong AOL of the signal line that this
involves the Confederacy. This was a major battle in a war. I
know this scene. This is the largest battle of the Civil War, where
more people were killed than in any other battle. This place is
Gettysburg.”

MONITOR: “OK, Courtney. Stop the session. The target is the ‘Bat-
tle of Gettysburg.” ”

DISCUSSIO

Besides successfully identifying a calibration target, this session
caused my unconscious mind to cooperate with my conscious mind
in order to protect me from the direct experience of the battlefield.
Interestingly, I could not clearly identify the scene until after the
battle was over and the emotions had subsided. It was only then that
my unconscious and conscious minds opened their dialogue with a
sutficiently wide aperture that I could see and feel everything at the
site. In short, it was more than my mind was ready for in the begin-
ning of this session, and I had to wait until my mind found a location
in time and space that conveyed the needed information without
overloading my nervous system. It must be emphasized that all of
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this occurred automatically, without any conscious decisions on my
part.

One last point for the historians. The actual Battle of Gettys-
burg more than lives up to its reputation. It was truly a terrible
thing, and words can hardly do it justice. Honestly, one just has to
be there to understand it, and it would be well worth the effort for
historians to revisit the battle using SRV.



CHAPTER 320

Santa Fe Baldy

Underneath Santa Fe Baldy, a mountain in New Mexico not far
from Santa Fe, is a Martian base that serves as a center for their
planetary operations. Much of the data supporting this claim have
been presented in previous chapters. However, early in my re-
search, I decided to do something special to back it up. Thus, I de-
cided to add a target to the list that specifically identified the
mountain itself rather than only the Martians. This would elimi-
nate the possibility that I and others have been looking at a moun-
tain that looks very much like—but is not—Santa Fe Baldy.

As with all of my monitored sessions conducted for this book,
this one was done blind under Type 4 conditions. However, when
reviewing these data, one must remember that the unconscious is
highly intelligent. It does not merely obey simple requests for
data. It knows intimately what the remote viewer needs to know
for the project at hand. It will always direct the remote viewer to
the correct answer, even if that answer is not the one that the con-
scious mind of the viewer thinks is right. In my case, I wanted to
know if Santa Fe Baldy is the actual mountain under which there
is a base. But my unconscious led me to this information by way of
a fascinating data stream that placed the fact of geographical pre-
cision within the broader context of human and Martian activity
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associated with this particular base, both currently and in the near
future.

Date: 2 August 1994

Place: Ann Arbor, Michigan

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 4471/3621

The preliminaries indicated that the target was associated with dry land
and artificial structures.

cB: “I am perceiving red, brown, and beige colors. The textures are
rough, and some smooth. The temperature is somewhat cool, and
I do not smell anything right now.”

My Stage 3 sketch shows an area that seems to have a number of struc-
tures on it. I then execute a movement exercise that places me one hundred
Jeet above the target.

“I am now over a building with a circular shape.”

In another Stage 3 sketch, I draw the outline of a building that many re-
mote viewers have identified in relation to the Martians. [Other sessions,
not reported here, have indicated this building will be the location of high-
level discussions among humans about Martians.]

My monitor then tells me to move directly to Stage 6, where I draw a
small representation of the building in the center of a piece of paper. I then
probe around the building to get an idea of the surrounding environment.
There are other smaller buildings near the circular structure. I find a forest
and a mountain a number of miles to the east of the cluster of buildings. A
population center lies to the west. The mountain seems closely related to the
circular structure.

“I am now moving into the large circular building. Inside, I find
a spacious room set up like an office. The walls of the otfice are
curving, following the curvature of the building. There is a door in
the room that leads to a hallway where there are many small of-
fices. Returning to the large room, I notice that there is an area for
presentations, sort of like the front of an auditorium. There are in-
clined chairs arranged in rows.

“I am changing my focus to the people in the room. I notice
that they are wearing ordinary business suits. The building itself
seems to be associated with some sort of manufacturing interest.
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The premises appear to be research-oriented in connection with
some product of manufacture, since I detect that lots of activities
occur within the structure. But I do get the sense that at least some
of the activity is related to computer software.”

I locate on a timeline the present day and four important points in the
Sfuture. Probing the separate time points, I find at the second point (approx-
imately two years from the present) a large rectangular modern structure
under construction near the original circular building. Some of the smaller
buildings have been demolished to make room for this larger building. At
all of the later time points on the timeline, the large rectangular structure
dominates the scene.

Moving back to the present, I find that there is a plan for the construc-
tion of the larger building.

MONITOR: “Courtney, return to the large structure again in the fu-
ture and find out what the people in the structure are doing.

cB: “OK. Hold on. ... Iam now in the large rectangular structure.
Inside the building, there are computer terminals, laboratory
benches, extensive wiring, and laboratory equipment. This is a sci-
entific research lab connected to private commercial interests, and
I sense that the subject under investigation involves genetics and
biotechnology.”

My monitor has me follow one of the male workers as he leaves the siruc-
ture at the end of a workday. He has to pass through the front gates of a
large compound, where a guard stands. 1 follow the worker as he drives to
the larger population center to the west and home. The environment along
the roule gives me the strong AOL of the signal line as being near Santa Fe.

MONITOR: “Return again to the large structure and find out what is
on each of the major floors.”

cB: “My unconscious is pulling me to the basement.”
MONITOR: “Follow it.”

cB: “Oh my. There are some dead human bodies wearing minimal
amounts of multicolored clothes here. This is not a good place. I am
continuing my probing. The deaths of these people are to remain a
secret. They died in the line of duty. Others needed to warehouse
the bodies to get them out of the way quickly. These others will even-
tually dispose of these bodies. Safety seems to be an issue here.”
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MONITOR: “Probe what you mean by ‘line of duty.

cB: “These were scientists in the facility. They died as a result of
some of their work.”

MONITOR: “What were they doing?”

cB: “They were engaged in dangerous scientific experiments. They
knew the risks, but did the things anyway. They were not super-
vised from any outside superagency. The activity was in-house and
private, even secret.”

MONITOR: “What was the activity?”

c¢B: “It involved radiation and genetic mutations of organisms.
These folks were killed by products or by-products of their own
labs. It seems as if they lacked proper safety supervision.

“My mind is now pulling me to the east, to that mountain.”

MONITOR: “Follow it.”

cB: “I am in the mountain now. There are caverns. And there
are beings in the caverns. This is the Martian base, but there are
changes. There are wheeled vehicles in the caverns now. The place
is modern, but not too modern. There are no ET ships right now.
There is a tunnel. It goes west and it connects with the surface, and
it is camouflaged on the outside. The tunnel is being used as an air
vent for now, but it is very big. Vehicles could go through it.

“There are many workers in here. These folks look a lot like
humans. In fact, they are humans! They are wearing single-piece
white uniforms.

“Wow, this is interesting. I will put that down as an Al It seems
that some of the dead folks in the basement of the large structure
outside seem to be connected to these mountain chambers.

“This place is more active than I have ever seen it. There
is lots of construction. It is like the workers are expanding the
facility.

“I am moving forward in time now. In the near future, the facil-
ity is ready but empty, except for supervisor types. A little further
on, the place is absolutely filled with Martians, refugees. Some of
them are dirty. There are a lot of voices in here now, a real babble
with lots of commotion and goings-on. The Martians are packing
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these chambers with children and adults who are filled with strong
emotions, hope, fear, excitement.

“T'he Martians want to get out to the surface. They are really
happy and excited!”

MONITOR: “Courtney, go back to the current time and see if the
people in the circular structure know anything of what is going to
happen. Then move into the future to probe when there is an
awareness of change.”

cB: “At the current time, the folks in the circular structure know
nothing. By the second time point on my timeline, the govern-
ment has made a decision to locate the housing site near Santa Fe.
Money pours in at that time. The idea is to use an expanded Mar-
tian underground base as the processing center for the Martians as
they arrive.

MONITOR: “OK, Courtney. We have enough. Let’s end the session.
The target was Hugh Hefner’s last bachelor party at the—"

”»

cB: “Come on. . . .

MONITOR: “The target was ‘Santa Fe Baldy (Martians/present sur-
vivors/New Mexico caverns).” ”

DISCUSSION

This was my first look at where the Martian refugees will arrive
and how the Martian base below Santa Fe Baldy will be trans-
formed into an immigration-processing center. Many of these Mar-
tians seemed to be quite ordinary. Generally, they were not
high-level tech types. They were mothers, children, average Mar-
tian adults, and so forth. Indeed, I got the impression that their
immigration to the United States, among other places, would be
similar in some socializing respects to that of many other new eth-
nic groups. I am certain humans will have to get used to this idea at
first. But after the newness wears off, these Martians have the po-
tential to be received as friendly neighbors.
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Official Contact with
the Martians

One of the most important questions on nearly every reader’s
mind by now is probably how communication with the Martians
will be initiated. As I have indicated in a previous chapter, humans
will have official contact with the Martians before we will with the
Greys, although how much later we will deal with the Greys, 1 do
not know. An open request to meet with the Greys broadcast
by the United Nations would speed things up. But contact with
Martians will come first in any event, and this will do much to shift
human awareness outward to the stars.

The session upon which this chapter is based was originally
intended to find out how well the Martians will have succeeded in
integrating themselves with human culture. This session provides
an answer, and as with so many other remote-viewing experiences,
it reveals a wealth of other important information. This other
information hints at how the official human-Martian interaction
should (or perhaps will) proceed in its first steps.

This session was conducted blind under Type 4 conditions, and
it occurred after an extended break in monitored viewing, which I
requested after the previous session in order to rest. Now return-
ing to monitored remote viewing, I was recharged and eager to see
what information my unconscious would bring to light.
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Date: 26 September 1994

Place: Atlanta, Georgia

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 8068/0004

The preliminaries indicated that the initial approach to the target involved
a man-made structure on dry land.

cB: “I am getting browns and tans. The textures are wood and ce-
ment. The temperature is warm, indeed, very warm. I am tasting
sweat, and I hear human voices. My perception is that there is
something circular and flat at the target location.”

1'mouve to Stage 3 to make a quick sketch of what appears to be a civcular
structure with a flat roof.

MONITOR: “Move to Stage Four.”

c¢B: “I am in the matrix now. I am now perceiving a building
clearly. I am hearing voices in the building, so I am going in.
There is a conversation going on here. There are humans talking.
The building is circular, and I have the sense that I may have re-
mote-viewed this structure before. Popping outside for a moment,
there are trees in the area around the building. Now back inside.

“Wow! What an AI! T just focused on the people talking in the
building, and they are a very high-powered bunch. This is a top-
level meeting. Let me go in their minds. Hold on. ... They are
talking about the ETs.

“These folks have on military uniforms. They are generals, ad-
mirals, the very top military brass. There is also a civilian here. It
looks like the president of the United States. Let me put another
‘WOW! in the Al column.”

MONITOR: “Right. Dump it and move on. Keep a fast pace. You are
doing fine.” My monitor has me move to Stage 6 immediately. He has me
execule an SRV technique that isolates primary subject componenis of an
observed conversation.

cB: “The discussion is taking place on a very practical level. The
principal focus is exactly how to communicate with the ETs. They
are aware that consciousness can do this, but they want something
more physical. Contact through consciousness started the ball

rolling, but they now need something else. One of their sugges-
tions is to use radio. They are trying to figure out how to do this.

“The Greys are not a subject of their conversation. 'These folks
are talking about the Martians. This is a real interplanetary com-
munications problems. They are now focusing on the radio.”

I construct a Stage 6 limeline with which I can probe specific points in
the future.

“OK, I have found the point at which humans have begun to
talk to the Martians. I will call this the communication point. It
seems that they are using radio telescopes—multiple telescopes,
not just one. The scopes are all over the world.

“The humans begin by focusing the telescopes on Mars and lis-
tening. Seems like they don’t pick much up. Then the humans
change tactics and begin transmitting. There are multiple ques-
tions that needed to be resolved. One big question is the matter of
which language to use. Then there are communication protocols
to develop.

“The Greys are watching but not actively participating in all of
this. They seem interested, but in a passive sense.

“T'he humans are also attempting to transmit to ET bases on the
Moon. They are making more attempts toward Mars, however. The
ETs on the Moon are being silent.

“Initially, the Martians on Mars are silent. They feel that they
have been discovered and are wondering what to do and what the
human reaction will be. They always knew that this day would even-
tually come. They feel a bit vulnerable.

“Proceeding forward in time, the Martians decide to engage in the
dialogue. They definitely send a signal back, loud and clear. It seems
that they use the same radio protocols that the humans initiated.

“I am a bit struck by how these Martians look. I have followed
the radio signal to Mars and am there now. The Martians are hu-
manoid, and very human-looking now. They even have hair. These
particular Martians are predominantly male. They are wearing uni-
forms of some type, but this is no military fighting group. The Mar-
tians don’t do that. Their entire defense seems to be built around
secrecy, not combat. The skin of the Martians seems to be light.

“These Martians seem to be the same [in the subspace sense] as
the original Martians. But they have bodies that are comparable
with those of humans on Earth.”
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MONITOR: “Move forward in time. Where are the Martians?”

cB: “Hold on. ... They are on Earth. They are working with their
indigenous groups, such as those that migrated here earlier. They
are also getting support from human governments to continue
their work. Their work is now out in the open. Gosh, these Mar-
tians really look human.”

MONITOR: “Where are the Greysr”

cB: “The Greys are doing their own thing. Their genetics project at
this future point in time is either done or almost done. Finishing
touches are all that remain. They are not yet talking directly to
bumans.”

MONITOR: “OK, Courtney. We have what we need. The target was
‘Martians/future culture.” ”

DISCUSSION

The Martians with whom we will be interacting in the future will
look a lot like us, perhaps indistinguishably so. Their real differ-
ences when compared with Earth-based humans will be those of
culture and technology. They will also have needs that we will have
to understand if we are to interact successfully with them. But they
will not come to us as “little green men.” Our first open interaction
with an extraterrestrial culture will be comforting in at least this
one superficial physical sense. These ETs will look like us.



CHAPTER 32

Lower Earth Life

The following session was given to me without any prior knowl-
edge of the content of the target cue. The cue was “The Elemen-
tals,” and the target was not on our list of targets for this book. This
was one of many targets that my monitor quite regularly gave me
that was off the list and totally unknown to me. He never even dis-
cussed the general subject with me. The reason for giving me such
targets from time to time is to add an extra layer of protection to
the data by inhibiting me from trying to guess characteristics of the
target, which could lead to erroneous AOLs. In practice, however,
my own level of mental discipline while remote viewing is now
quite high, and my monitor and former teacher rarely worries
about the quality of my data. Nonetheless, he enjoys being extra
safe, and his practice of throwing unexpected targets at me does
indeed keep me on my toes during a session.

The motivation behind this particular cue is that my monitor
has long wondered what happened to the remainder of subspace
life when humans destroy so much physical life. All of our remote-
viewing efforts have targeted humanoid beings. But my monitor
was concerned about the many subspace creatures that were not
humanoid that he has personally observed during his own remote-
viewing sessions. To him, they seemed like “Elementals.” It 1s a
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term that he uses to refer to most nonhumanoid creatures. Most
such creatures are typically smaller than humans, and they often
have behavioral characteristics that are quite unpredictable. He
did not know if these creatures had physical counterparts, or
whether they ever were physical themselves (which may be the
same thing). He just knew that they existed around us, and he
wondered if human activity was hurting them in any way. In short,
was human destructiveness to the physical environment negatively
influencing the larger community of life in subspace? If this
turned out to be true, then my monitor was concerned that we may
be seeing only the tip of the iceberg with regard to the true magni-
tude of the current and continuing environmental damage to this
planet.

Of course, this session was conducted under Type 4 conditions.
Immediately after the preliminaries, I realized that this was a com-
pletely unexpected target. I did not know that it was not a target
on the list. T just perceived that I had no prior expectations at all
with regard to where my unconscious was directing me. Whatever
this was, I sensed at once that I was to perceive something that I
had never perceived before.

Date: 28 September 1994

Place: Atlanta, Georgia

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 3660/1161

The preliminaries indicated that the target included an interface between
dry land and a liquid.

ce: ‘I am getting colors like blue and white. The textures are
splashy and wet. The temperature is quite cold. I am tasting some-
thing fishy, and I am smelling seawater. Wherever I am is wide, ex-
pansive, flat, and very deep.” I then draw a Stage 3 sketch that seems to
include a dry piece of land next to a large body of liquid. I also begin to per-
cetve and draw what appears to be some kind of artificial structure under the
hquid.

“Moving into Stage Four, I am still perceiving a lot of liquid.
This is like a big ocean. Well, I can at least tell that I am
on some planet. The planet seems familiar, but it is not a time
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that I have visited before. The liquid seems like water, and it is
very deep.

“There is a dry piece of land nearby. I am going there now. I am
probing around here. . .. It is barren. Nothing is growing on it. It
is natural, but it has the sense of being heavily influenced by some
civilization. The place is barren like Mars, but this is not Mars. The
colors are different, and there is an atmosphere.

“I am going back to the water now. In the water there seems to
be a structure of some type. It really is huge. I am going into the
water now to investigate. Hold on. . . .

“The structure is quite modern, but not by ET standards. It is
primarily metal, and it seems like stainless steel. There is advanced
technology, more advanced than current time on EFarth, but not
much more advanced.

“There are beings in the structure. I am going in now to take a
better look. Hmmm. These beings have normal human clothes on.
Focusing on the beings themselves. These folks, both male and fe-
male, have human faces. Their eyes are small, like humans’. These
are humans, it seems, but I cannot understand the setting. I do not
know anyplace like this where there are humans.”

“There are multiple floors in this structure. There are channels,
like elevators, for vertical movement in the structure. There are
also large vents that lead to the outside into the water.”

MONITOR: “We stay away from analysis. Just put all the data into the
matrix and move on.”

cB: “The people are feeling worry, fear. This structure is like a
huge, funny-shaped submarine. I am cuing on the activities of the
people now. It seems like they are not happy doing what they are
doing. It is drudge work. There is activity related to getting and
processing food for survival. But they also have maintenance activi-
ties with regard to the structure. They work because they have little
or no choice. Their work is definitely survival-related.

“There seems to be a higher purpose with regard to their
work. But the trouble is that these folks may never live long
enough to see it. Their situation is rather hopeless. They are
working for a next generation, their children and their children’s
children.”
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MONITOR: “Go back to the land. What do you see?”

cB: “OK. The land cannot support life. The place is the result of a
holocaust. It is barren, just dirt and rocks. The surface is natural
but with artificially induced characteristics, like sterilization, every-
where. My unconscious is tugging me to go back to the structure in
the water.”

MONITOR: “Do it.”

cB: “There is no life outside of the structure that I can perceive.
The water is as barren as the land. There is nothing, nothing at all
near here. I am feeling a tug to go forward in time, so I am doing
that now.

“Hmmm. This place is teeming with life now, at least in the wa-
ter. Life is basically all over. This is interesting. There is both sub-
space and physical life here. Checking again back in the original
time. There was neither subspace nor physical life. This is odd.
Where there is no physical life, there is no subspace life. It is like
the two exist in parallel, in cooperation. One does not exist with-
out the other, or at least the subspace life does not hang around
where there is no physical life.”

MONITOR: “What do you mean by subspace life? What kind of life?”

cB: “There are these small subspace animals everywhere. They
seem like the ghosts of fish. They are animal ghosts or subspace as-
pects. There is a strong relationship between the physical animals
and their subspace aspects. It is like they are all in the same herd
or flock or school, depending on which animal you are talking
about. When the physical environment was destroyed, both physi-
cal and subspace life suffered. When the recovery came, they both
prospered again. Also, it seems that the activities of the humans in
the structure had something to do with the recovery. They did not
do everything, but they worked for this end and it happened.”

MoNITOR: “OK. Let’s end. Courtney, this target was ‘The Ele-
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mentals.

cB: “What? That’s not on the list! What are the elementals? You
know I do not have much time for these types of curiosities any-
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more. The book is due at the publisher’s office soon, and . . . what
are the elementals?”

MONITOR: “Courtney, let me explain. It is very important that we
understand the elementals. I have been seeing them for years. They
are involved in all of this, and we cannot ignore them just because
they are not humanoid.” My monitor goes on to explain what the elemen-
tals are, and why he is concerned about them. It takes me the vemainder of
the day, but I eventually realize that his concern is justified, and that I must
mention these life-forms in the book. I have also obtained remote-viewing
data that suggests that many of the ETs may be as concerned about these
other life-forms as they are about us.

DISCUSSION

It has been repeatedly reported in the UFO abduction litera-
ture that humans are told by the Greys that they (the Greys) can-
not stand by while humans destroy both physical life and its
associated “other-dimensional” life that exists nearby. Quite hon-
estly, before now, I have never understood what was meant by this.
It seems that humans are generally unaware of this broad spec-
trum of lower-level nonphysical life, and perhaps totally unaware
of the delicate relationship that exists between the physical and
nonphysical aspects of this life.

In part, human ignorance is due to the problem humans have
in perceiving subspace (or nonphysical) life at all. In many cir-
cles, it is still quite controversial as to whether or not humans re-
ally have souls. Most people, when asked, will say that souls exist,
but scientists have rarely tried to measure one. With this high
level of confusion among our scientific intelligentsia regarding
our own human subspace aspects, it is no wonder that we have
not even begun to ask whether other forms of life have subspace
counterparts.

Humans generally do not see themselves as caretakers of life on
this planet, but rather as owners of a garden that is theirs to use.
With such a view of other life, it is no wonder that the question of a
subspace existence for all life, human and nonhuman, is rarely
ever even raised. But I now know that the question is important to
ask, and I have an intimate understanding of its answer.
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Subspace life, all of it, relies on physical life. I do not know all
aspects of this reliance, but I know that it exists. When we damage
our physical environment, when we destroy species, or make exis-
tence difficult or painful for nonhuman life, we inhibit the ability
of subspace life to prosper and evolve. Physical and subspace life
live in parallel; one does not progress without the other. If we hu-
mans are to evolve into true galactic citizens, it may be that we will
have to change our views of other life, all life. This may be even
more difficult for us to accept than the fact that extraterrestrials
exist.



CHAPTER 33

The Event That Destroyed Mars

If Mars once had a robust ecosystem, what destroyed it? Remote-
viewing data from the period prior to its destruction does not indi-
cate that the Martians themselves had the technology to destroy
their own environment, let alone the planet’s atmosphere. Based
on data presented in previous chapters, we now know that the
Greys destroyed their own homeworld through their environmen-
tally reckless actions, and that humans appear to be following a
similar route. But Mars is a different thing altogether. The collapse
of that planet’s environment had, from the beginning of these in-
vestigations, seemed connected to some natural disaster. A num-
ber of different viewers concluded that the disaster followed a
celestial event, perhaps associated with a comet or asteroid.

Thus, my monitor and 1 constructed a target cue that was de-
signed to identify the cause of the collapse of the Martian civiliza-
tion. As it turned out, this remote-viewing session would be one of
two final sessions we had scheduled for this book. You will recall
that after compiling the initial list of targets with my monitor many
months earlier, I had carefully avoided looking at the list of targets
to prevent activating my conscious mind into forming opinions
prior to the actual sessions. The list was long—that and my moni-
tor’s penchant for adding targets to the list on an ad hoc basis en-
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sured that I was never tempted into thinking about the targets that
were not yet assigned. But as the second-to-last target rolled
around, I did consciously remember that the target identifying the
collapse of the early Martian civilization had not yet been assigned
(a situation which, incidentally, never occurred with any of the
other targets). When the session began, the initial signal from the
target indicated that this session was indeed the Martian target.
Thus, this session that began under Type 4 conditions actually ac-
quired a mix of Type 4 and Type 6 conditions.

Date: 29 September 1994

Place: Atlanta, Georgia

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 5966/2695

The preliminaries indicated that the tavget involved motion and hard, nat-
ural land.

cB: “I am picking up colors of brown and beige. The textures are
rocky, and the temperature is very cold. I hear tremendous wind
noises, like a hurricane. I am also perceiving something circular
and round, and I am AOLing the Mars disaster.”

MONITOR: “Just stay in the structure and move on to Stage Three.”
My Stage 3 sketch is a simple vepresentation of two civcular objects.

cB: “Moving to Stage Four, it seems like at least one of the circular
objects is a planet. I am still detecting brown colors, rocky textures,
and something is cold. I am also detecting strong atmospheric dis-
turbances, particularly a swirling motion. There are beings in-
volved with this planet, and currently they are in a state of terror.
There is tremendous commotion down there. I am AOLing two
things, both are of the signal line. One is something like a moon or
asteroid, while the second is Mars.”

MONITOR: “Courtney, go directly to Stage Six. You have the right
target. It is the Mars disaster. Just stay in structure and continue.”
My monitor has me sketch the planet and the smaller object. I locate Earth
relative to these two objects and execute an SRV technique that allows me to
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identify the direction of the motion of the smaller object relative to Mars. 1
also create a timeline of the event.

cB: “The smaller object is irregularly shaped, lopsided. It has an ex-
tremely thin atmosphere, measurable only on the molecular level.
This object passed through the edge of the larger planet’s atmos-
phere. The planet’s atmosphere was relatively thick, and the object
pushed through the stratosphere and went on. I will call this area
where the object passed through the atmosphere the intersection
area. The object did not crash on the surface of the planet.

“l am probing the planet now. Initially, there was not much
damage to the atmosphere. High turbulence existed in the area
near the intersection. Elsewhere, little happened, just a trembling
through the entire planet’s atmosphere. There are higher levels of
turbulence as one gets closer to the intersection area.

“Following the initial turbulence, the object caused a circular
ripple to form in the atmosphere, much like the way a stone
dropping into a pool of water forms an expanding circular wave
outward. This ripple grew into an atmospheric tidal wave.

“There was no initial impact on the surface environment re-
sulting from the atmospheric disturbances. It was not like an
earthquake in which everything gets destroyed right away.

“The circular ripple traveled through the atmosphere and met
at the other end of the planet, bounced off or passed through it-
self, and then returned to the intersection area. It then met again
as a circular ripple closing in at the intersection area and repeated
the bounce off or pass through phenomenon, on and on, produc-
ing an oscillation, vibrating in its own way like a guitar string. It de-
veloped a resonance. The resonance became the primary driver of
the atmospheric conditions, swamping all other sources of influ-
ence, such as heat from the sun. Apparently, the gravity was not
sufficiently strong to dampen the oscillations quickly. Thus, they
continued for a long while.

“The beings on the planet were affected gradually. All weather
patterns changed. The conditions on the planet slowly began to
deteriorate. Food became a problem, since crops could not grow.
Rain became a problem. There were both floods and droughts
initially.

“The atmosphere was thick enough to breathe for quite some
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time, but the continuous rippling gradually threw the atmosphere
off into space. The gravity of the planet was not capable of coun-
teracting the kinetic energy of the rippling.”

MONITOR: “OK, Courtney. We have enough. The target was ‘Mar-
tians/civilization collapse (event).” This is fascinating. We never
could have guessed at this process. This will open up an entire new
area of research among scientists who study turbulence and fluid
dynamics in planetary atmospheres. I can imagine a mathematical
model emerging from this.”

DISCUSSION

The process I witnessed was absolutely fascinating. It is some-
thing that simply could not have happened on Earth, because of its
greater gravity, which would have quickly dampened the atmos-
pheric ripples created by the passing asteroid or comet. But on
Mars, large ripples formed over a long time. There was time for the
Martians to realize something was seriously wrong with their planet
and for the Federation to dispatch a rescue team composed of
Greys.



CHAPTER 34

The Future Culture of Earth

This chapter presents the data from the final monitored remote-
viewing session used in these investigations. While the target was
on the original list of targets that my monitor and I generated for
the book, the current session was different from the last regard-
ing Mars in that I did not remember that this target was on the
list. The results of this session took me by surprise, and, as it
turned out, pleasantly as well. In fact, until I finished this session,
I was beginning to have a fairly pessimistic outlook for the future
of humans on this planet. I even wondered why the ETs were
putting so much effort into helping us if we were headed for
species suicide anyway. Happily, I now know there is a reason for
their efforts.

Date: 30 September 1994

Place: Atlanta, Georgia

Data: Type 4, remotely monitored
Target coordinates: 4395/0241

The preliminaries through Stage 2 indicated that the target involved dry
land, liquid, and artificial structures. Also, there was the immediale im-
pression of movement across time.
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CB: My Stage 3 skelch resembles a rotating globe. I perform an SRV move-
ment exercise that divectly places me at the target site. I find myself in a
dense and complicated environment. “Wherever I am is very complex.
I get the sense of a complex ecosystem. There are beings here, hu-
manoids of some type. The place is like a jungle with lots of vegeta-
tion. Everything is connected to or dependent on everything else,
like a circuit board, or a jungle habitat. Indeed, this feels like a
well-balanced jungle. I am AOLing the Garden of Eden, but it is
not the Garden of Eden. It just feels like that. This place is well
taken care of.”

1 move to Stage 6, where I construct and investigate a timeline. I locate
the larget time and three other important points between that target time
and the day of the session.

“There seem to be about three hundred years between today
and the target time. At target time, I can perceive that the hu-
manoids are definitely humans. They are wearing normal clothes,
and they seem to have jobs related to the environment.

“The first intermediate point in time marks serious large-scale
environmental degeneration. The third is the point of genesis for
regeneration of the environment. Hold on as I check the other
points. . . .

“At target time, there is the beginning of a robust ecosystem, in
the sense that it is gaining a self-sustaining foothold. The initial
sense of complexity that I got in this session was related to the lit-
eral complexity of the vegetation in the ecosystem.

“Still at target time, the humans do not seem to have above-
ground shelters. They are walking about without gas-powered
vehicles. They are observing, not foraging for food. Their men-
tality is one of preservation, not exploitation. In the minds of
these folks is the sense that they have gotten through the worst
part of something, and now they are confident that they can re-
build their planet. Before this, it seemed that there were always
doubts.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the concept of biodiversity.”

cB: “There is not nearly as much as today, but more than, say, a
hundred years before target time. The key emphasis of their ef-
forts at target time is to develop complexity in an interactive plane-
tary ecosystem.”
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MONITOR: “Cue on the concept of Federation/interaction.”

¢cB: “The interaction between these humans and the Federation is
throughout the entire period from the current session time to the
target time. The Federation seems to watch and offer guidance,
but it’s not here to get the humans out of trouble. Humans have to
do this for themselves.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the idea of representation.”

cB: “At target time as well as earlier, there is a subspace human
representation. These representatives no longer seem to be physi-
cal. But soon after the current session time, there is a dialogue be-
tween physical humans and the Federation. As time progresses,
physical humans see themselves as operatives, representatives, per-
haps cooperatives, who are closely associated with the Federation. I
get the idea that humans evolve into types that are like the original
Adam and Eve managerial species in the early Earth genetic uplift
project. But this time, the uplift managers evolved from this planet
rather than having originated from elsewhere.

“By target time, humans have evolved from territorial owners to
caretakers, and even the idea of gardeners makes sense, but on a
planetary level. There is still not a complete regeneration of the
planet. But there are gardens, or patches of robust life, and the
patches will spread out later.

“The ecosystems are open generally. But there are greenhouses
for the not-yetintroduced species.”

MONITOR: “Cue on human habitats.”

cp: “Hold on. . .. At the current session time, there are no special
habitats. At the first intermediate point on the timeline, there is
trouble, but people are only beginning to think about the idea of
creating special sanctuaries. At the next point, a Mad Max scenario
begins, and humans are beginning to scramble. Desertification be-
comes extreme. There is still life, but it is mostly a desertlike, or at
best a savannalike, environment. At the third point, the special
sanctuary-type human habitats are fully operational.”

MONITOR: “Cue on the human protocols for Federation dialogue.”

cB: “OK. Doing that now. . . . There is nothing special. The Federa-
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tion knows English as well as the other human languages. They will
not expect anything unusual. The Federation will make all neces-
sary communication links. The wait is for humans to signal their
readiness.”

MONITOR: “Directly probe the idea of Federation assistance.”

cB: “There will be informal assistance only. Humans must get
themselves out of this situation. The Federation input is passive in
the watching sense, but active in the sense of giving humans a goal
for which to work. They will not bail us out. The need is not for hu-
mans to be a dependent species, but a mature and helpful species.
This maturity only comes through experience.”

MONITOR: “OK. I guess we will have to wait to find out what that
destiny is until the next project. Let’s end the session. Courtney,
now we have hope again. The target is ‘Earth/future culture.” ”

cB: “Itis? 1 totally forgot about that target; it really has been long
since I worked on the list. ‘Earth/future culture’ . . . looks like my
unconscious knew what I needed to know with regard to this book.
We are going to have a second chance!”

DISCUESSIORN

We humans will change. We will witness the destruction of our
own planetary home. There will be a long period of great hardship
for all of humanity. Yet our loss will not leave us empty. Collec-
tively, we will learn from our mistakes, and our species will rise
again, the next time not as terminators of life, but as caretakers
and preservers of our world. But before discussing the rebirth of
humanity, let me focus a moment on some of the logic behind our
coming decline.

Some readers may challenge the notion that the Earth must be-
come a planet of dust before it is again reborn with wiser human
caretakers. While the remote-viewing data clearly indicate this as
one phase on the future trajectory of our planet, logic can lead to
the same conclusion given our improved knowledge of some of the
driving factors of the human mind. The problem is not just that
there are too many humans for the planet to sustain given its theo-
retically limiting carrying capacity. The planet could sustain many
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more humans than it does now. The trouble is that our own hu-
man nature is such that nearly all humans will continue to desire a
physical lifestyle that is equivalent to at least the better-off elite of
this planet. On average, we will continue to exploit our natural re-
sources to satisfy short-term physical desires. Our weak connection
between the conscious mind and its subspace aspect leaves most of
us no alternative but to constantly chase happiness through our
physical senses. The vast majority of humankind will continue their
struggle to enhance their physical well-being without limits, until
the planet’s carrying capacity is so severely strained that it crashes,
thereby destroying much but not all of the human population with
it. It will be at this point that the so-called Mad Max scenario devel-
ops, and humans begin to think in terms of surviving the planetary
environmental siege.

The Federation will not save us. If it did not stop the Greys from
self-destruction, why should it stop humans? But now look at what
good has come from the current direction of the Greys’ evolution
due to their own past experiences. From such hardships grows
greatness, and humans have an important future destiny.

I realize that most readers will see this nearfuture scenario as
bleak. But the truth is that our future as a species is bright. I en-
courage readers not to be so blinded by the seriousness of our
near-term challenges such that the glory that awaits our species
just beyond these challenges is not recognized. Throughout nearly
all of my remote viewing in this book, I focused on the problems
inherent in our current situation. These problems include our en-
vironmental troubles, the weakness in the mind-body connection
for our species, and the interaction between ourselves, the Federa-
tion, the Greys, and the Martians. Indeed, everything that I have
witnessed somehow relates to the general idea of many species try-
ing to resolve their collective problems. This has been a necessary
but nearsighted limitation of my study.

The current session, however, bids us to look farther into the
future. Sometime around the year 2300, we humans will recover
significantly from the problems we brought upon ourselves. As a
group, we will be the better for it, having become more mature as
a species. We will turn our attention outward to the world and uni-
verse that surround us, and we will work to help life we encounter
which struggles as we once struggled. Our mental outlook will be
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softer. We will have learned how to love in a broadly defined
sense.

While I have not sent my mind further into the future than the
next three hundred years, I can only assume that such a new and
wiser human species will not sit around and rot. In previous ses-
sions, the Federation folks indicated to me that they wanted hu-
mans to join the organization as full members, and to help the
Federation continue its expansion throughout the galaxy. The fla-
vor of consciousness that I perceived from the beings that I
watched in the current session was not that of warrior-type galactic
explorers, but of celebrants of life. When future humans are gentle
beings, but not passive, and destructiveness is no longer a trait of
their psychology, our voluntary bond with the Federation will be
complete.

I suspect that these future humans of the year 2300 are the
prototypes of even more advanced humans that I trust will soar
through our galaxy by the year 3000. I can only barely imagine
the role that we will play in the galactic dramas that will unfold
before us as we interact with other species, and as we help each
other through the troubles that will always challenge the evolu-
tion of life.

It humbles me to realize to how few places and times I have sent
my mind. I have no idea what we humans will be involved with two
thousand years into the future, or even beyond that. Will we even-
tually be leaders in the Federation? Will we eventually help the
Federation succeed in extending its influence throughout the re-
mainder of the Milky Way? Will we even eventually extend our
hands to realms of our universe that exist in other galaxies?

All of my remote-viewing efforts have demonstrated to me be-
yond any shadow of a doubt that we indeed are more than our phys-
ical bodies. Our combined physical and subspace personalities
need never end their evolutionary march forward, and thus I feel
pure joy as I consider the unknown possibilities of existence. Just
beyond our challenges and hardships, we face an unbounded fu-
ture of excitement and wonder that extends quite literally
throughout time with no end. God was not cheap in his gift of life.

In the next few years, we humans will learn how to interact with
the Martians. After that, we will begin interacting openly with
other species, including the Greys. Eventually, we will venture off
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this planet using our own ships, after we have brought its life force
back to a state of health.” Beyond that, I do not know what we will
do. But I will be there, as will everyone else, and collectively, one
day, we will all discover what comes next. For now, it is best to face
our life experiences in manageably small bites. Now is the time for
us to purge ourselves of fears and reluctances and look toward
Mars. This is the next step in our species’ evolution toward greater
galactic involvement. We must begin now to talk to the Martians.

7. It is possible that we could use remote-viewing data to determine the nature of fu-
ture events and then change our behavior to create a new timeline where those events
do not occur. In other words, it is possible for the present and the future to interact.
But given the current genetic dysfunctionality of humans—especially the weak mind-
body connection—I doubt that we have the ability to avert the grim ecological disaster
that is soon to be upon us.
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CHAPTER 35

Training the Diplomats

If humans are to enter the realm of galactic diplomacy, it is ab-
solutely essential for us to recognize that there are (at least) two
forms of life—physical and subspace. We are composile beings. Our
physical forms are inhabited by subspace life-forms. Physical life-
forms are temporary creatures, in the sense that they eventually
die. The subspace aspects of these lifeforms persist, apparently
forever. Our human “souls” are simply our subspace selves that
existed before we became physical, and will continue to live after
our physical bodies decay and slough off.

Advanced sentient races understand all of this, and they ac-
tively communicate across the physical-subspace divide, often us-
ing technology to bridge the gap between the physical and
subspace realms. The advanced races that I have observed can
perceive both realms simultaneously using their own physical and
subspace nervous systems. Humans, perhaps due to our own
unique genetic structure, do not normally have this ability as a
natural characteristic, though we can be trained to develop it.
Competent and professional training is not inexpensive, and 1
advise only those with clear data gathering and communication
needs to obtain all of the training that is available today. Human
galactic diplomats would be 1deal candidates for such training.
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Scientists and historians are other groups that would benefit
from this training.

In this chapter, I outline a complete course in physical-subspace
interactive communication. The course consists of three distinct
parts. The first part of the course involves the learning of a specific
meditation technique, and I recommend it as a minimal entry level
of training for anyone who wants to proceed further. I also recom-
mend it for individuals who want to expand their own personal
growth in the direction of advanced ETs and future humans. I
know of no precautions that need to be taken with regard to this
initial level of training. Indeed, I suspect it would be a welcome
trend if children sought out this level of training generally, finding
it to be more “cool” than dueling with laser blasters.

The second level of training is specifically designed to intro-
duce students to altered states of awareness. The U.S. military con-
sidered it a prerequisite for training in remote viewing. This
second level of training involves working with the Hemisync tech-
nology developed by the Monroe Institute.

The third level of training is formal instruction in scientific re-
mote viewing.

It is very important for all readers to understand that none of
the companies or groups that I identify here either formally or in-
formally endorse the complete training program outlined below.
Nor do they advertise their products as useful to investigating
UFOs and extraterrestrials. This training program is a product of
my own research. None of these companies or groups is in the
business of training people to be galactic diplomats. But my expe-
rience indicates that what they do teach can be spliced together in
an effective manner to achieve this end. But fundamentally, these
are my thoughts on the matter, not those of the groups that do the
actual training.

The parts of the course of study that I outline below tremen-
dously complement each other. But the parts must be practiced in-
dependently of one another, without any blending. Each part
accomplishes something different, and the totality of what is ac-
complished is what is important. In my view, it is equally important
for all readers to recognize that the complete course of study is not
risk-free. It is entirely possible for some individuals to be adversely
influenced by obtaining the training that I outline below, and I do
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not know how common or rare this could be. Thus, this total
course is designed to be followed by individuals who are supported
by institutions that offer proper psychological oversight in all
matters related to each student’s development. In the absence of
such oversight, psychological problems could result. This training
opens one up to all sorts of activities and areas of awareness that
are not typical of the standard human set of experiences in a life-
time. For example, some students simply may become seriously dis-
turbed when they realize what a telepathically received thought
feels like. Without proper guidance, the student may develop a
paranoia, perhaps wondering if all of his or her thoughts are actu-
ally telepathic manipulations from invisible beings. People have to
be ready for this, and after they receive the training, they should
be observed closely to allow properly trained supervisors to offer
counseling at particularly sensitive moments.

In a very real sense, consider this description of a training pro-
gram like a page in an encyclopedia that describes the formula for
gunpowder. Anyone can obtain this formula, and in the absence of
supervision, there will always be some people who will try to mix
gunpowder in their basement and inadvertently blow their heads
off. The encyclopedia is not responsible for these misadventures,
since the knowledge itself cannot be, and should not be, removed
from the public domain if we are to continue to live in a free soci-
ety. Similarly, anyone pursuing the course of study that I outline
here should have responsible supervision. Any group, company, or
institution encouraging or requiring this course as a function of
employment simply must add the cost of supervision to the cost of
the overall program. This supervision is generally not supplied by
the groups that actually do the training. Trainees and their em-
ployers must supply this.

Any individuals following this course of study do so at their own
risk. I am not a trained psychiatrist, nor do I have any formal train-
ing in matters that would allow me to discern characteristics in an
individual’s psychology that would make such a course of study
dangerous to his or her mental well-being. Nonetheless, I have
structured this course with the idea of making it as safe as possible
to the best of my knowledge, and I know of no one on this planet
at the current time who has explored these matters more systemat-

ically than [.
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When I developed the course, I did so at my own risk. I had no
psychiatrist to observe my progress. But on the other hand, I was
very careful to grow incrementally with regard to my conscious-
ness. I first learned Transcendental Meditation, which gave me the
base of a mind familiar with its own subspace complexity, and I fol-
lowed this up with completing my training in the TM-Sidhi Pro-
gram before experiencing any of the products available from the
Monroe Institute, and before learning SRV. Yet even with this
gradual growth, I found that my experiences shook me to the core
of my being. In only two years, all of the belief facade that struc-
tured my view of the world collapsed. I learned that we were not
alone in the universe, and that nonphysical beings shared this di-
mensional reality with me. I learned that ET civilizations rose and
fell in my own planetary neighborhood, and that some traveled
through time with the ease that I'walk across the street. I had to re-
formulate my understanding of God and all religion. It is impossi-
ble to relate to you how much I had to adapt and grow in order to
confront the realities that were opening to me.

Thus, my approach to growth in consciousness is conservative,
and this program is structured to allow a gradual experience in
personal development. This safe route is also the most effective
route. The course begins with safely and directly experiencing
your own subspace existence and continues through an experien-
tial awareness of concepts such as telepathy and out-of-body states,
and finishes with a professional program in SRV. As a final note,
while I have structured this course sequentially, with each part fol-
lowing the next, I do not know if this is absolutely necessary. What
I suspect is really important is that students complete all three
parts within a reasonable period of time, even if, say, the training
in SRV occurs first.

The Course for Galactic Diplomats

RPart |

Students are encouraged to learn Transcendental Meditation
(TM) and the TM-Sidhi Program. There are many forms of medi-
tation, but few of them actually have the meditators directly experi-

ence their own nonphysical selves. Some activities that are de-
scribed as meditation are simply mental imaginations, or more
ominously, stressful practices that can lead to a state of unhappi-
ness. TM, and its advanced version, the TM-Sidhi Program, are
precisely designed to place individuals into a state of direct aware-
ness of their total selves. The practice is truly stressfree, and it
has a variety of scientifically well-documented positive side-effects,
such as improved mental balance, greater satisfaction with life,
improved physiology, and improved intuition.

TM teachers are highly trained, and the course is identical
regardless of who the teacher is or where it is taught. The stan-
dardization of instruction and course availability are essential in-
gredients to any larger program in which consistency is a primary
concern,

The TM organization may not endorse my suggestion of using
TM to help individuals evolve into galactic citizens. Rather, my per-
sonal observations indicate to me that people who practice TM have
a flavor to their consciousness that is much like that of advanced
ETs and future humans. In public lectures, TM teachers tradition-
ally focus on the physiological benefits of Transcendental Medita-
tion. This is probably a direct result of their experiences with
human resistance to more direct guidance regarding nonphysical
life. It is easier to tell people in our society that their blood pres-
sure will improve with the practice of TM than itis to tell them that
they will soon become aware of their own souls.

Nonetheless, the writings of Maharishi Mahesh Yogi are very
clear on these matters. According to Maharishi, all beings, whether
physical or nonphysical, inhabit a realm of existence called the rel-
ative. There are a variety of levels to this relative realm. Extrapolat-
ing from Maharishi’s perspective, both the physical and subspace
levels of existence reside within the relative realm. Maharishi also
identifies a field that he calls the absolute, from which all things in
the relative levels of existence originate. Moreover, he consistently
refers to the need to unify the two separate aspects (both relative
and absolute) of each person’s existence. If TM teachers do not
emphasize this during instruction, it is not a fault of theirs, nor are
they hiding anything. It is necessary for everyone to learn about
one’s total self by experiencing this totality directly. TM is an expe-
riential practice. Since most people’s ordinary perceptions are lim-
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ited to their physical senses, talking about one’s subspace and ab-
solute aspects makes no sense to most people independent of the
meditative experience.

With TM, one “bookends” the day by meditating morning and
evening for twenty minutes. While it is easy to meditate, the prac-
tice is delicate, and it is absolutely essential that one learn how to
meditate from a competent and certified teacher. Moreover, the
TM course includes follow-up sessions that ensure that the practice
continues to be conducted properly.

I once had an experience in which someone asked me why she
should pay for instruction in meditation when she could do it by
herself for free at home. At first I did not understand her. I
thought she was asking me why it is necessary to pay for this in-
struction at all. I told her that TM teachers do this for a living, and
they must support themselves like everyone else. But later I real-
ized that this person’s question was really aimed at something
quite different. She assumed that meditation is something that
someone can figure out by one’s self, or get out of a book. Thus, I
answered her incorrectly.

Readers of this book must understand that the proper practice
of meditation is not something that one can figure out indepen-
dently, nor is it something that one can get out of a book. The TM
course has evolved out of centuries of trial and error. TM is simple,
but it is also a highly refined and delicate practice. Those attempt-
ing to creatively design their own procedure are trying to reinvent
the wheel when sports cars already exist everywhere.

Readers should understand that the practice of TM and the
TM-Sidhis Program is quite different from remote viewing. With
remote viewing, one obtains direct knowledge from another loca-
tion and/or time by exploiting a subspace mental connection with
that location. This can be accomplished only because we are also
subspace beings. However, with TM and the TM-Sidhis Program,
there is no attempt to exploit this connection. While meditating,
one experientially learns simply to be aware of one’s tofal self, both
subspace and physical. Thus, regular meditation can lead to the
development of a personality that is complete in the sense that one
is not ignorant of one’s total self,

This experiential knowledge can lead to a great deal of personal
satisfaction in life, because one no longer needs to chase physical
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pleasures through the sensations of touch, sight, smell, hearing,
and taste in order to experience an inner sense of happiness, com-
pleteness, and satisfaction. The subspace realm cannot be directly
accessed through these senses, so this physical chase ultimately
fails. Gaining direct experience of one’s other half twice a day is
enormously relaxing, and it can make subsequent physical experi-
ences more satisfying, because these experiences need no longer
be laced with a hidden yearning for subspace contact.

For the purposes of this course in galactic diplomacy, students
should take both TM and the TM-Sidhis Program. The courses
are taught at TM centers (recently expanded and called Maha-
rishi Vedic Universities) in most major cities and many rural
areas throughout the world. They are taught conveniently in the
evenings or on weekends. TM takes approximately one week for
the entire course, whereas the TM-Sidhis Program takes somewhat
longer.

After learning TM (no need to wait for the Sidhis to be com-
pleted), students should begin reading two books by Maharishi.
The first book is The Science of Being and the Art of Living, which is
available at all TM centers and in most bookstores. I advise reading
this book slowly, perhaps consuming approximately twenty or
fewer pages a day. The important points in this book can look like
unimportant subtleties at first glance, and a quick reading can lead
to frustrating results. The second book is Maharishi’s translation
and commentary of the first six chapters of the Bhagavad-Gita.
Both of these writings contain a wealth of information on the com-
posite nature of human existence.

Part Il

This part has two sections. The first is to listen to a set of thirty-
six tapes at home that are offered by the Monroe Institute, located
in Faber, Virginia. The tapes are collectively called “The Gateway
Experience,” and my experience has been that they gradually lead
the student through introductory experiences of telepathy and
techniques of subspace communication and energy manipulation.
I suggest listening to each tape twice, once in the morning and
once in the evening. The tapes should not be listened to before
one’s morning meditation. Meditation should be the first thing in
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one’s day. Listening to the tapes during any convenient time after
meditation is fine, however.

Following this rule of listening to one tape (twice) each day,
and giving allowance for rests and unavoidable circumstances, the
home course should be completed in about two to three months.
After that, I suggest listening to two particular tapes, each tape
once every day, for another three to four weeks. There should be
at least a few hours between listening to each of the two tapes to let
the mind clear from one experience before entering another.
Thus, a morning and afternoon (or evening) schedule for both
tapes would be ideal. These two tapes are labeled “Mission 12” and
“Far Reaches,” and both are found among the collection of thirty-
six tapes in the Gateway Experience home study course. Based on
my own personal experience, repeated exposure to the Mission 12
tape helps develop one’s ability to engage in telepathic communi-
cation, and repeated exposure to the Far Reaches tape helps one
become intuitively familiar with the polarity shift that is so com-
mon to altered states of awareness.

Following this month of enhanced exposure to the two tapes,
my recommendation is to stop using all of the home study tapes
permanently in order to avoid the development of a tape depen-
dency. Also, if psychological stress develops during the repeated
use of these tapes, the tapes should be discontinued immediately
and indefinitely, and you should take time out—with counseling—
before deciding whether to proceed with the remainder of this
course.

The second section of training involves actually visiting the
Monroe Institute and taking the course “The Gateway Voyage.”
The higher levels of consciousness that are taught in this course
are not available in the home study tapes. Experiencing these
higher states requires the supervision of the trained staff at the in-
stitute, and I support the restriction of the sale of these advanced
tapes to the general public. For example, there are enormous
numbers of subspace beings who live in these higher levels of
consciousness, and it is important to be exposed to these beings
carefully. It is not that the beings are dangerous, but that the expe-
rience of meeting them can be rattling for some people. In gen-
eral, these advanced levels of consciousness include those that one
normally experiences soon after physical death. The in-residence
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course at the institute safely teaches one how to experience these
levels well before this ultimate journey.

In terms of background reading, I suggest that students read
three books by Robert Monroe. They are Journeys Out of Body, Far
Journeys, and Ultimate Journey. All three books can be obtained in lo-
cal bookstores, or they can be ordered from the Monroe Institute.

Part I

Part IIT of this course is composed of two sections. The first sec-
tion consists of a one-week intensive course in scientific remote
viewing that is taught by a qualified teacher. There are a number of
former military remote viewers who are now individually teaching
the Army’s version of remote viewing. Also, the Farsight Institute, a
school teaching scientific remote viewing in Atlanta, Georgia, can
efficiently instruct large numbers of students. The Farsight Institute
also offers monitoring and teacher-training programs.

Next, a qualified monitor should work with each student on a
project of the student’s design. The monitor will help the student
work through a minimum of ten to fifteen monitored sessions. It
does not matter if the sessions are remotely or locally monitored.
This experience of working with a monitor for an extended num-
ber of SRV sessions produces the level of professionalism needed
for future scientific and diplomatic work.

One Final Reason for Using
the Entire Syllabus

When targeting clearly identifiable physical targets (such as the
Oval Office in the White House), remote viewing yields a data
stream of easily understandable reality. It is generally a simple mat-
ter to gather information about such targets. The unconscious
mind locates itself at the target site, and one sees what one sees.

But ET targets are not always so easy. SRV data are always fac-
tual, but it often happens that a target represents a deeper idea
about which one requires information, and the unconscious un-
derstands this informational need. In such situations, the uncon-
scious often supplies data that answer the hidden agenda that
exists behind the target cue. In such a situation, the remote viewer
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has to be able to place the data into a larger perspective. Since the
unconscious has access to all information in both the physical and
subspace universes, the data supplied by the unconscious could
seem mysterious unless the viewer also has an expanded under-
standing of consciousness. This expanded understanding of con-
sciousness is a framework within which to place all information
obtained by remote viewing. To a naive viewer, such data could
seem symbolic or allegorical, when in fact the unconscious is be-
ing quite literal. Thus, to understand the data, one has to have
an evolved consciousness, and there is really no escape from this
requirement.



CHAPTER 36

The Involvement of
Human Government

Why the Government Has Been Silent

One of the most common complaints among people interested in
UFOs is governmental silence on the matter. The only thing that
enrages these people more is what they perceive to be attempts by
governments to ridicule, repress, or dismiss UFO reports. I too
went through a stage in which I felt my government was not doing
its elected duty by keeping information on this subject from the
people who did the voting. I have changed, however, and it may be
important for me to state my perspective on this matter.

I should remind readers at the outset that I am a professor of
political science. One of my specialties within the discipline is pub-
lic opinion and mass behavior, which directly relates to govern-
mental concerns regarding the subject of ETs and UFOs.

The government certainly is aware of much of the ET activity on
and near this planet. Some books have been published that have
focused on information released from the U.S. government using
the Freedom of Information Act (for example, see Good 1987).
But one need not go far to confirm that the government is aware
of the fact that the ETs are active on this planet.

It my own experience, I have talked to retired senior military
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officers who bluntly stated that they themselves were involved in se-
cret and high-level data-collection activities with regard to UFOs,
and that the government was doing its best to deal with events—
but with little success. Moreover, I have talked to airline flight per-
sonnel who have told me of experiences in which commercial jets
were followed by UFOs. In some cases, the pilots were “greeted” by
high-level governmental security agents upon landing. The pilots
were debriefed, and then given strict instructions not to discuss the
matter with anyone else. These particular pilots obviously did not
follow those orders to the letter, but others do.

The government knows about the ETs, but it does not tell its cit-
izens. Why should that be? Carefully consider the situation that
you would be in if you were the president of the United States, to
use my country’s government as an example. You are aware that
extraterrestrials are invading the nation’s airspace at will, without
ever asking for permission. Moreover, at least some of the ETs are
doing things to many of your nation’s citizens that the citizens do
not appear to enjoy, and the government—with all of its military
and security apparatus—can do nothing to stop these things from
happening. Absolutely nothing. What would you do? Would you
go on national television to announce the arrival of the ETs? What
else could you possibly say other than, “They are here, and you can
panic at your discretion”?

You could consider revealing that the visitors have arrived, and
that the government is trying to open diplomatic relations with
them. But how long would you be able to get away with this if the
ETs did not respond?

It may not have been the correct strategy, but minimally, it was a
defensible strategy to postpone the public’s large-scale awareness
of the problem until the government had a chance to try to deal
more successfully with the matter. No nation’s leaders wish to an-
nounce failure if there is any hope of success.

I do not know exactly how much the government has known
over the years. But I know that the nation’s leaders do not have the
full breadth of information that we have been able to collect using
remote viewing. Thus, information in this volume will be helpful to
establishing a new phase in human-ET interactions. But I see no
benefit in seriously attacking current and former governmental of-
ficials with regard to past governmental policies concerning the
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ET phenomenon. Mistakes may have been made, but a perfect pol-
icy was probably never a real option given the situation.

On the other hand, I strongly believe that the time has come to
seriously consider a change in the previous policy of denial. Histor-
ically, humans have always been passive with regard to interactions
with ETs. We have watched the ships fly by, and some of us may
have been abducted. But always the ETs came to us, and we just
watched it happen. Now we have the ability to move from a passive
to an active stage in studying interstellar life. With this ability must
come a new grasp of our need to participate responsibly within this
larger society. Just as ET's have studied our society, we can begin
closely examining theirs. Moreover, educating our own public
about the ETs is the first step toward establishing reciprocal diplo-
matic relations.

The Martians

Our governmental leaders must be closely involved in the next
step of active human participation in contact with the extraterrestri-
als. I have already stated that this next step will involve direct physi-
cal contact with the surviving Martians, not the Greys. We will one
day work with the Greys directly in a fashion that will be more satis-
fying to us, but that day is not today. There is nothing to stop us
from opening up lines of communication with the Martians now.

First, it must be understood that any contact with the Martians
must be at least partially sanctioned by leaders in our planetary gov-
ernment, however feeble this government may currently be. At a
minimum, leaders of the United Nations must at least be consulted
with regard to these contacts. Moreover, no attempt at contacting
the Martians is likely to succeed unless the nation or organization
that actually makes the contact relates all communications directly
to the United Nations Security Council. All member states must be
informed as soon as such a meeting can be arranged.

This is an essential ingredient to success, not a product of my
own moral position. The Martians want to come to Earth. They are
not going to acknowledge to humans that they exist unless they
have an assurance that they are working with representatives of the
entire planet. Their best defense against a volatile and often vio-
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lent human species has always been silence and secrecy. They will
maintain that defense unless they have a reasonable chance at at-
taining their goal of being accepted by the majority of humanity.
They will not likely prejudice their own future success at being ac-
cepted on this planet by giving the initial impression that they are
siding with one of the many nationalistic factions.

With this said, however, practicality dictates that there may
be only one nation on this planet that is capable of accessing suf-
ficient political and technological resources in order to succeed
in persuading the Martians to come out of hiding. In my view,
that nation is the United States of America. My remote-viewing
data suggest that the initial formal contact with the Martians
will involve the use of radio communications. The United States
already has much of the necessary equipment for such a project,
and it could enlist the assistance of other nations in supplying
additional communication equipment as necessary. Radio tele-
scopes can be aimed at both Mars and the Moon in an attempt to
initiate an open dialogue with the Martians. My data suggest that
any ET's based on the Moon will be silent in this dialogue, but it is
probably wise to include them in the transmission circuit, since the
Martians on Mars will likely consult with them regarding any Earth-
originating transmission.

I'suggest that the president of the United States authorize (with
United Nations sanction) the transmission to Mars of an invitation
to begin direct talks between Earth-based humans and the chosen
representatives of the Martians. The transmission should indicate
that humans are warmly receptive of the idea of working with the
Martians with regard to issues of mutual concern. The message
might also suggest that a prompt reply by the Martians would indi-
cate a willingness among the Martians to become cooperative
neighbors with humans, and that this would be very helpful to
future relations between the two planetary cultures. This may be
a polite diplomatic way of twisting their arms a bit, but it may be es-
sential right now. The Martians have developed a habit of secrecy,
and they have to be told that it is worth their effort to break this
habit and to work with humans directly, and soon.

The question remains as to which president may authorize this
transmission. My clear sense is that the time for the transmission is

now. Thus, it would be opportune if the current president of the
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United States authorizes the transmission. Yet regardless of who is
working in the White House at the time of the transmission, one
thing is certain. The leader who initiates successful communica-
tion between Earth-based humans and Martians will make a major
impact on the development of human culture that will last for
thousands of years.

In general, there is probably no single event that will influence
the future of human collective evolution more than contact with
an extraterrestrial civilization. Whoever is brave enough to risk
doing such an extraordinary thing as beaming a transmission to
Mars asking for a planetary dialogue to begin will be remembered
favorably, both on Earth and across the galaxy, for a very long
time. This act will finally signal to the waiting galactic commu-
nity that humans are now sufficiently mature to enter the com-
munity with full membership. Such membership is earned, not
awarded as a gift. What it takes to earn it is the collective maturity
to accept the reality of who we are: complex beings in a universe
filled with life.

Following this transmission and the Martian response, it will be
necessary to begin planning to receive the Martians who are not
yet on this planet. My suggestion is to offer to transform the cur-
rent Martian underground base in New Mexico into a processing
center. I am certain that Martian medical technology is sufficient
to guarantee that no new diseases will be introduced onto this
planet as a result of the Martian arrival. Indeed, if this were apt to
happen, it would have happened long ago, since many Martians
are already here. But this does not mean that humans should ac-
cept this knowledge passively. It will be important for human doc-
tors to become fully aware of the intricacies of Martian physiology
and psychology. Thus, we will have to process Martian refugees in
much the same way that we process refugees from other Earth-
based cultures.

There will be a question of citizenship. First, it must be recog-
nized that any Martian children already born on Earth should have
immediate citizenship in the countries of their birth. Martians
born in the caverns underneath Santa Fe Baldy in New Mexico, for
example, are automatically citizens of the United States. Moreover,
their immediate relatives (such as their parents) have rights to ex-
pedited permanent residency in the United States. Similarly, the
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United Nations must encourage other governments to grant citi-
zenship to Martians born in their territories, and to extend perma-
nent residency to the relatives of these citizens. The reality is that
the United Nations will have to orchestrate the arrival of many new
Martians who do not have children born on Earth, and our world
governments will have to work together to develop a plan to per-
manently locate and accept these new and hopeful travelers in
search of a home.

It is not possible to emphasize how important human behavior
is in this new stage of our existence on this planet. Literally the en-
tire galaxy is watching to see how we humans behave toward our
planetary neighbors in need. Though we have not always been
aware of it, we have been helped by extraterrestrials during much
of our evolutionary history. The real test that we face is whether or
not we are sufficiently mature to be able to look beyond ourselves
and to act with compassion toward others in real need. Are we ca-
pable of participating in the single most common act of inter-
steller cultural interaction that has occurred across the millennia,
the act of helping other species with their evolutionary struggles?

My remote viewing suggests that we are now capable of this level
of altruistic behavior. With all of my heart, I hope I have not erred
in my perception of this single and ultimately important piece of
information.

The Greys

In my opinion, the Greys are not yet ready to work physically
with large numbers of humans on an equal level (i.e., as one hu-
man might interact with another human). Their telepathic abili-
ties are extremely advanced, and they have a great deal of
difficulty dealing with the intensity of our emotions. Moreover,
when we are around Greys, our emotions tend to move rapidly to-
ward unrestrained panic, and so it is understandable why telepath-
ically sensitive beings might find it unsettling to work near us in
an uncontrolled environment.

But this is not to say that we should not have other types of hu-
man-initiated contact with the Greys. Indeed, it is to the benefit of
both ourselves and the Greys if we begin such contact as soon as
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possible. My recommendation is that human diplomats should be-
gin using SRV extensively for communicative purposes with the
Greys. Moreover, 1 suggest that humans initiate contact with both
subspace and physical Greys across all of the evolutionary types
that are operating near Earth today.

Extensive experience has demonstrated that Greys can tolerate
subspace human contact quite well. This means that humans have
an ability to work with Greys directly via this subspace connection.
This would be particularly useful, since the Greys need to have the
experience of working with fully aware humans so that they can be
encouraged to break their past pattern of behavior of working only
with humans in a clandestine fashion. Thus, the Greys need our
help in dealing with them as much as we may have benefited—and
continue to benefit—by many of their efforts. In case these efforts
do not come immediately to mind, let me remind readers using
one such example that there exist substantial remote-viewing data
from a number of viewers suggesting that the Greys are heavily in-
volved in storing vegetation and animal genetic samples from the
very environment that humans are so busy destroying. We will be
very grateful for their efforts along these lines in later years when
we begin to rebuild this planet using these stored genetic stocks.
The relationship between humans and Greys is very complex, and
we need to be both patient and constant in our efforts to improve
our abilities to communicate with them more openly.

Perhaps the best way to advance communication between hu-
mans and Greys is to use SRV to ask the Greys how we might be
able to assist them with the genetic project that is related to their
own species’ evolution. In the past, conscious and willing human
help with this project has been nonexistent. Greys have had to
work with humans who have little or no understanding of the com-
plexities of subspace life.

I suspect that such attempts at communication will not yield
immediate responses from the Greys, in the sense that their ships
are not likely to land next to the United Nations building the mo-
ment the first human diplomat asks a Grey if we may help them.
But repeated efforts are likely to produce great rewards, and we
must remind ourselves that the Greys have been waiting for a long
time for us to mature sufficiently to be able calmly to communi-
cate with them.
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The Galactic Federation

As with the Greys, we will need to use SRV to establish perma-
nent human representation in the Galactic Federation. There are
physical means by which humans could communicate with Feder-
ation authorities, and I am certain that these physical means will
be used soon. However, SRV is necessary at this time for one very
important reason: the Galactic Federation is primarily a subspace
organization.

It is virtually impossible for only physical beings to govern a
galaxy. The reason is that physical beings are temporary creatures
who participate in the physical world only for brief periods of time.
Moreover, much of the life of physical beings is consumed by
childhood and old age, and there are actually very few years of
adult productivity in the life of even a long-lived human. On the
other hand, the galaxy evolves in a time frame that can only be un-
derstood as spectacularly long, relative to a single human lifespan.
In order to monitor and assist the evolution of a galaxy of life, the
beings must have an active memory that is much greater than, say,
seventy years. The dramas of even one species’ evolution often
consume thousands of years, and if the Federation is involved in
helping this species, then beings involved in the project would
need to be around a long time. Physical beings cannot do this.

Physical life is something that all of us participate in. It has at
times been called a school, where subspace beings go to learn how
to be better in some way. But physical life is really much more than
a school for subspace creatures. It is a very real dimension of exis-
tence. The primary difference between physical and subspace
existence is simply that everyone can visit the physical way of life
only temporarily, quickly making their contribution before rather
abruptly leaving. But it is nonetheless an authentic way of life, how-
ever temporary our participation in it may be.

To locate the Galactic Federation within the physical universe
could be suicidal to both the organization as well as many species.
Given the vagaries of physical social evolution, who is to predict
how physical societies may change? One day they may favor giving
assistance to other societies. But physical beings may quickly
change their minds if, say, their economy is not performing well
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one year. One cannot govern a galaxy with personalities as fickle as
those that are typical of physical beings. Galactic governance re-
quires a longer perspective, and no forms of life other than those
found in subspace can yield this required longevity. Thus, it is not
by accident that the Galactic Federation is a subspace organiza-
tion. It could never have been otherwise.

The time will come when humans have technology that spans
the physical-subspace divide. But until that time comes, we need to
use our own nervous system, trained to listen through our own sub-
space aspects, to talk to the Federation authorities. We already
started our representation in the Federation as soon as we began
to use our own human consciousness to communicate with Federa-
tion authorities. Both my monitor and I were early participants in
this process of human representation. Now is the time for physical
human authorities to authorize such representation formally. Now
is the time for the representational efforts of cosmic wanderers
and explorers such as myself and my remote-viewing colleagues to
give way to those of trained representatives of a human planetary
government, and now is the time for the United Nations to for-
mally sanction direct human-Federation talks.

Let there be no mistake about this. Neither the Martians, the
Greys, nor the Federation authorities will do anything to force us to
communicate with them. They are waiting for us to act first. The
signal to the entire galaxy that we are a sufficiently mature species
to deserve a formal voice in the community of worlds is our own
ability to recognize who we are and among whom we live. We are
not children anymore. We are a species with a destiny. Let us begin
crossing the new frontier of that destiny proudly. Let us leave our
cynicism and our fear. Let us speak, finally, to those who have
waited so long and patiently for us, out there.
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GLOSSARY OF
REMOTE-VIEWING
VOCABULARY AND
ABBREVIATIONS

aesthetic impression (Al)—an emotional response to something that
is remote-viewed. SRV requires viewers to declare (and thus rid the
mind of) all Als to prevent contamination of the data with internalized
emotions.

analytic overlay (AOL)—a mental conclusion reached during a remote-
viewing session. It represents mental “logical” analysis, which may or may
not be correct. The protocols of scientific remote viewing require that a
viewer declare (and thus rid the mind of) all analytic overlays.

AOL matching—a strong AOL that indicates to the viewer that a positive
identification of a mental image has been made. These are rare.

AOL of the signal line (AOL/S)—an AOL that the remote viewer senses
as directly originating from the data stream during the remote-viewing
session. Such AOLs usually contain particularly relevant meaning to the
target interpretation. Often correct target identification occurs as an
AOL/S.

bilocation—At some point during the SRV session, the viewer’s attention
is so strongly directed toward the target that the viewer’s awareness is split
between his or her physical location and the target site.

cue—One or more words used at various stages during an SRV session in
order to direct the unconscious to obtain information regarding a target
or a specific aspect of a target. Initially, cues are associated with the target
coordinate numbers that are used in Stage 1 of the SRV protocols. Subse-
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quent cues are entered into the SRV matrix in order to refine the data
stream, and are not used until after the viewer is securely bilocated at the
target site.

emoctional impact (El}—refers to emotions that are associated with a site.
They can originate from beings actually present at the site. However, a
site can have an emotional impact due to previous or even future events.
Els do not refer to emotions experienced by the viewer, which are Als as
defined above.

energetics—a sense while remote viewing that a great deal of energy is be-
ing expended at the target location. This energy can be of any type, such
as kinetic (as with a fast-moving ET spaceship) or radiant (as from a hot
energy source, like a sun).

event—a cue that is used to locate the unconscious at a target location
during the time of some significant activity.

mairix—a collection of labeled columns that are written on a piece of pa-
per while remote viewing. Data are entered into the appropriate columns
during the session.

movement exercise—an SRV procedure to place the viewer at a new loca-
tion relative to the target.

session time—the date and time that a remoteviewing session takes
place.

signal/signal line—the data stream that is originating from the uncon-
scious mind during the SRV session.

SRY
Stages 1 through 7—scparate stages of the SRV protocols. The specific

scientific remote viewing.
stages are structured as follows:

Stage 1: Stages 1 and 2 are referred to as “the preliminaries” in this
book and are designed to establish initial contact with the target.
The data obtained in Stage 1 are crude; for example, whether
there is a man-made structure associated with the target.

Stage 2: This stage increases the contact with the target. Information
obtained in this stage includes colors, surface textures, tempera-
tures, tastes, smells, and sounds.

Stage 3: This stage involves an initial sketch of the target.

Stage 4: Target contact in this stage is quite intimate. In Stage 4, the
unconscious is allowed total control in “solving the problem” by
permitting it to direct the flow of information.

Stage 5: This stage obtains details regarding particular structures,
such as the furniture in a room.

Stage 6. In this stage, the remote viewer can conduct some guided explo-
rations of the target. The viewer can engage some limited conscious
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intellectual activity to direct the unconscious to do certain specified
tasks. This is where timelines and geographic locational arrangements
are analyzed. Advanced sketches are also drawn in this stage.

Stage 7: This stage is used to obtain identifying information relating
to the site, such as the name of a location.

structure—the formal procedures of SRV. “Remaining in structure”
refers to a viewer closely adhering to these procedures during a remote-
viewing session.

target—something for which SRV is used to obtain information. Typical tar-
gets of SRV sessions are places, events, or people. More difficult targets can
include a particular person’s fantasies, the cause of an event, or even God.
target time—the date and time of the target, such as 1947 for the Roswell
Incident.
